the little restraint which civilized so-

ciety places upon the most abandoned
prostitutes and their companions." "The
e.Mcers of the troops passing by permitted
the soldiers thus to insult a female, and
participated with the soldiers in uttering
the most vulgar language and indecent
allusions to the imprisoned woman ;

without haiing the remotest idea ofwhoshi
tens, or of what the was accused. It was
enough for them that she was a defence-

less woman, to insult and outrage her by
such language as they would not dare to
apply on the public streets to an aban-

doned woman who had her liberty."
The whole world has heard of the hor-

rors of Andersonville. There were 35,000

prisoners there, to guard whom few men
could be spared, and the Confederate
Government had little with which to
feed them. There coald be excuses
made for some of their hardships. Were
the Xorthern prisons a credit to a Gov
eminent thai did not need to use severi
ties to prevent danger of resistance or
escape, and could not plead a ant of
means to make its prisoners comfortable
The truth as to these prisons cannot be
wholly suppressed. " That horrible hole
known as Forrest Hole, filled with every
tiling that was infamous, low and de--

trraded," "the last Ditch," "the most
fearful realization of a prison," situated
in Georgetown, near the City of Wash
ington, was a model Yankee prison for
Confederates and Suspects. " In a space
little more than seventy-fiv- e feet square
were crowded together over five hun
dred dirty, ragged and filty wretches, ol
all conditions and colour, who had been
Immured there for mauy month, with
the consoling remark, "Your tase will
be attended to." A lettre d: canitet, like
that of the age of Loris XV, consigned
them to its filth 'and misery, and the
processes of the Inquisition served the
Secretary of State, for precedents
" The place literally swarmed with ver
min, the air was corrupt, and vile with
odours disgusting and nauseating in the
extreme."

At Fort Delaware, in the beginning of
January, 18C5, in the Virginia division
of the " Private Barracks," where thir
teen hundred privates were confined, "i
place in which a decent farmer in Eng
land would not have permitted his pigs
to live," the reproduction, on a large
scale, of the hog-hol- in which, thirty
years ago, we have known men confine
their insane fathers, without tire, in
mid-winte- r, in Fort Delaware, we say,
in December 1964 and January 18, the
prisoners slept upon the naked floor,
with m covering whatever to shield
them from the marrow-chillin- g cold.
They slept as the dogs sleep, half- -

waking, The places
where the prisoners were kept there
were called "pens," aud they deserved
the name; for they were nothing more

Not one in a thousand of

them had friends in the North, to whom

they could apply, " and were therefore

indebted to the Yankees for the very lit
tle clothing that was at times given to

them, but which was never given unleee

every vestige of the original garment
had entirely disappeared, and common

decency demanded it."
The "pens" were from eighty to a

hundred feet long, and about thirty feet

Wide, separated from one another by

thin partitions of boards. In each were

two-stor- v platforms, where the prisoners

slept and cooked.

Occasionally a mixture, des-

ignated by our persecutors as 'soup,'
and containing an ample sufficiency of

maggots was doled out to us in tin pots ;

an indescribable olla podrida of soups of

every kind, in iU appearance irresistibly

reminding one of the sty and the trough.

Coffee and tea were luxuries never seen

in the shed where we received our ra-

tions."
The pieces of bread and meat were

placed on a table. Some subordinate of

the cook-hous- e, at a.m. and 3 p.m.,

shouted for the prisoners, by number, to

"fall in." The inmates of the division
yelled for " fell in," by twos and threes,
marched to the cook-hous- e, filed along

the table, seizing their rations, reached

the end of the table, faced to the right-

about, and marched out, returning to

their dens,or munching their"ratlons" in

the open air. A Northern farmer feeds his
hogs ob better food, and with equal
courtesy. A Southern planter would
have scorned so to feed his negroes.
When and where did the Federal jailors
respect a Confederate prisoner, male or

femide
Luxuries forwarded by friends were

prohibited the prisoners at Fort Dela-

ware, not by way of punishment aud
moral discipline aud chastisement ; but
for the profit of the sutlers and offieials.
Even in their inhumanities they had an
eye to pecuniary profit.

Campbell's slave-pen- , at Baltimore,
administered by the infamous Colonel
Fish, who was afterwards sentenced to
the Albany Penitentiary for various
crimes, wae another abode of Yankee
humanity. It was a relief to leave it for
a solitary cell at Fort McHenry, where
the Confederate soldier, loaded with balls
and chains, passed the weary time, no
windows admitting the light of day, no
lamp allowed at night. The den of each
was cold aad noisome ;. the walls thick
with mildew, the floor covered with tilth
of every kisd ami swarming wild ver
min. Here, with a bail and
chain On the left ancle, one Confederate
soldier, a prisoner of war, remained for

three months aud a half. Here, in this
hell upon earth,' he was thirteen times

tossed in a blanket, in prtsence of the
Federal guards, each time falling heavily
on his head or sides. When he had
crawled away and fallen asleep, he was
awakened by fire applied to his feet,
supplied by the sentries, causing burns,
the scars of which he will carry to his
grave. Often he was knocked down,
beaten and kieked.

At Forrest Hall, in Georgetown, under
the very nose of Lincoln and Seward,
' suspects ' were tortured by a stream of
water, with a force of thirty pounds to
the inch square playing on the small of
their backs : and were afterward led out
to execution, or to a life-lon- g confine-
ment in the Penitentiary.

Vo one knows wiat has become of these
prisoners. There were in lb6o some five
hundred and fifty "political prisoners"
on tlie Dry Tortugas, where no writ of
Habeas Corpus could reach them. U'Ao
they are, or what their offence, no one
knows. When will the secrets of that
Bastille be disclosed ? Will man ever
punish Seward, or will it be left to God
to do if,' Wheu Charlotte Cordav
killed Marat, she was executed for it
and ' rami du'pcuptt ' was lamented and
canonized.

Hut prisoners were sbot, for crossing
the ' dead line ' at Anuersonville
Thirty-fiv- e thousand turbulent prisoners
are difiittult to cuutrol.

The emancipation of the Russian

serfs is still far from being completed.
According to an official return just pub-
lished, there were at the beginning of
the present year no fewer than 3,965,110
peasants still under obligation, while the
number of those who had been freed
from their obligations up to that date is
5,810,607.
