These are strictly
military powors, to be executed by mili-
tary autboritv, not by the civil authority
or by civil officers appointed by him to
perform ordinary civil duties.

If these emergencies do not happen, if
civil order Is preserved, and criminals are
duly prosecuted by the regular criminal
courts, the military power though pres-
ent must remain passive. Its proper
function is tc preserve the peace, to act
promptly when the peace is broken, aud
restore order. When that is done and
the civil authority may again safely
resume its functions the military power
becomes again passive, but on guard and
watchful.

This, in my judgment, is the whole
scope of the military power conferred by
this act, and in arriving at this construc-
tion 'of the act, I have not found it ne
cessary to resort to the strict construc-
tion which U allowable.

There may be evils and
mischiefs ln the laws which these people
have made for themselves through their
own legislative bodies, wblch require
change, bat none of these can be so in-

Doe can plainly see what
will he the inevitable connisiou and dis
order which such disturbances of the
whole civil policy of the state must pro- -
cuce.

There is, in my opiuion, an executive
luty to be performed here, which can- -
pot safely be avoided or delayed. For
notwithstanding the paramouot author-
ity assumed by these commanders, tbey
are not, eveu as to their proper execu-
tive duties, in any sense, clothed wT a
paramount authority. They are, at last.
subordinate executive officers. Tbey are
responsible to tbe president for the
proper execution of their duties, aud
upon him rests the unai responsibility.

agents as he deems competent ; but tbe
duty remains with niB9 to see to it that
Aey execute tbeir duties faithfully and
according to law.

It is true that this aet of congress only
refers to the presideut in the matter of
selecting and appointing these com-
manders, and iu the matter of their
powers and duties under the law, the act
speaks iu serins directly to them; but
this does net relieve thern from their re-

sponsibility to the presideut, nor does it
relieve him from the coustitutionsl obli-
gation imposed upon him to see that all
"tne laws Ue faithfully executed."

This act, passed in a time of peace,
when all the courts, state and federal, are

an iadii i.ut iit without counsel, viiboi.:
