It was tbe last great conserva-

tive remedy, by the fear of resort to

which, when the veto power sboaM hare
failed to arrest unconstitutional legisla-

tion, and the Supreme Court abawH have
proved faithless or I powerless, the en-

to continue. Moreover, unless the right
existed, the whole Southern theory of

the Constitution was fal-- e. and the States
had become mere Provinces of an Km- -

pire, held together by as indissoluble

Public opinion was left to form itself
as it might, in retard to this invaluable
right : and to nettle down upon the con-

viction that nullification and Secession
were twin heresies; and of course, to
adont Mr. Wkbstek's doctrine as to the
poptinr origin f the tiiverjmt it.
