Kvery person who sells, or offers for
sals, any distilled splriW, fermented
liquors, r wines of any kind, whose an-- I

nual sales, including sales of other mer-
chandise, exceed $25,000, is required to

ay the special tax as a wholesale dealer
id liquors. It is not sufficient for one
who sells in the same shop distilled
spirits, etc, to an amount not exceeding
$25,000 per annum, and "other mer- -'

etiandise " in addition, to an amount not
exceeding that sum, to pay two special
taxes one as retail dealer and the other
as retail liquor dealer, if his combined
sales of liquors and other merchandise
exceed per annum. He should
be required to pay a special tax of $100

as a wholesale dealer in liquors.
A dealer may purchase and sell agri-- i

cultural and farm products at the place
of business designated in bis special tax
receipt wiutoue uaen ieuurnuS
self liable as a produce broker ; but if a
dealer, or any member of a firm of deal-

ers, not having paid special tax as a
commercial broker, cattle broker, or ped'
