Is Maist Street to be Paved '.' It is
being talked of. Owing to the unsettled
dispute between the Cily and the Street
Railroad Company, the contractors can
not commence work.

The City claims that the Company Is

bound itself to pave between and two
feet on each side of the track. This, we
long ago showed, is simply absurd. The
charter only binds the Company to
" keep the street In order " between the
tracks and for "that distance on each
side." There la no possible ground on
wbiub it can be even plausibly pretended
that the Company is bound to pave that
portion of the street, at the order of the
Board of Aldermen, with any sort of
paving that i t may direct, too, without
consulting the To cause in-

terminable delay by such a pretension is
utterly unwarrantable and indefensible.

The Company, on the other hand,
holds that the city must pay tbe expen-
ses of taking up the track and adapting
It to the change of grade. We do not
think so. The courts, we should think,
will hold, that as the Company laid
down its track, knowing that it was
both the right and duty of the city au
thorities to pave the street, it took upon
itself tbe risk of that being done, and the
burthen of accommodating tbe track to
the pavement, as a tacit condition upon
which only it could have the right to
lay tbe track at all.
