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The Northern leaders knew, no one
better than Mr. WaiDe, that the Bouth-
ern Biates had the right to withdraw
from the Union and establish an inde-
pendent government.

Our debt I8 large, but what cuused jt
A democrstie rebelllon. We had to
choose between & greal war with ils ip»
evilavle lneldents, debt and taxation, or,
on the other band, the overthrow of the
oational government. The unlon party
preferred war, debt snd taxes, to dis
unlon. Did the union parly unnecessa-
rily increase the debt, or imposs unequal
or unjust taxes? On the coutrary our
filnancial messures were us successiul us
our military messures. While all the
efforts of the demooratic party tmpsired
our oredit, made it diffioult (o pegotinte
loans, prolonged the war snd in-
oreasad the debt; snd now that the
war s over, whst party s likely
to inoremse tha debt? We have ths
fact before us that the wolon party has
potonly prevented an increase of the
debt, but it reduction bas besn stewiy
and rapid. Oa the 318t of Auguat, 1565,
it was 32,757,808,686 ; on the first day of
November, 1506, it was $2.551 424,121, or
a redaction of $206.579,565; on the 1st
day of Aogust, 1867, & was 22,511 306,-
6, or a total reduction of $246,407 259,
In less than two years, and during these
two years we paid off beside an immense
amount of flosting dett, thedebris of the
war. Huppose the demooratic party now
in power, who does not koow that the
debt would be largely increassd? The
oniy sure democratic states, Kentucky,
Maryland aud Delaware, are now de-
mandiog untold millions as pay for their
slaven, Kvery deoerat is committed to
their payment.
