Proceedings of Boardof Health.
At a regular meeting of the board of
health, assembled at Dr. W. E. Rogers'
office, the president being absent, Dr. R.
F. Brown presided.

Members present : Drs. Pitman, A. K.
Taylor, O. B. Knode, Pol H. Otey and
R F. Browa.

Proceedings of last meeti ng were read
and adopted. Dr. Pitman offered tbe
following resolution, which was adopted :

Jletovfd, That the health officer be
required to visit all boats that land hers
from places where yellow fever prevails,
and that he send all patients with that
disease at once to the hospital, without
stopping in the city.

Setoh-ed- , That the city authorities
prevent any steamboat or barge from
any place where yellow fever exists,
"laying up" within five miles of the
city limits.

Resolution by Dr. Otey:
Resolved, That in view of animal de-

composition, in every direction from the
city, to the great anuoyance or citizens,
as well as the baneful influence on the
health of tbe suburbs, as well as the city,
we do recommend that all slaughter-
houses be established south of the city,
on boats, and below Fort Pickering, at
such place as tbe board of health may
designate.

Dr. Rogers read the following report,
which was received :

To the Board of Health :

Sinoe the last meeting of the board, in
accordance with your recommendation
tbe city authorities have put upon the
streets the requisite number of slop carts.
As you suggested, eight men have been
added to Col. Beaumont's sanitary force,
who, uuder the direction of Sergt. Smith,
are doing good service, not only in look-
ing after indigent sik, but in keeping a
strict watch upon the premises of every
one in the city, reporting and abating
nuisances. Under the present manage-
ment we have experienced a decline al-

ready iu the mortuary reports. The
chain gang are at work cleaning tbe
streets, and a suilicient number of carts
follow them to remove all offensive
matter.

The city, as your president advised,
bave purchased a new boat, which is in
position at tbe foot of Beal street, for the
carts to empty from into the river.

I herewith submit a condensed report
of Drs.Early and Thorn ton. physicians for
tbe first and second district, as well as
my own for the last twenty-fiv- e days :
