Maginois' and Peter Schwab's
interests In the Mary Erwin, at Cincin-
nati, for $20,000.

Capt. Butfjngton. an old Bed river
master, has purchased tbe H. M. Chillis
at Cincinnati. He will brlug hf-- r south.
At tbe same place Capt. H U. Hart, R
G. Simple and Thos. P. Cassilly have
purchased tbe Lawrence fur il,ooO.

The surveylug party of Captain Rob-
erts, who have charge of tbe survey of
the Ohio river, from Cincinnati to Cairo,
reached Jeffersooville a few days ago.
Tliey have made a careful survey of tbe
rlvtr along its beach, and placed per-
manent pests, with thedistance thereon,
every rive miles. Tbis is the only accu-

rate survey of tbe Obio ever made, and
tbe distance between Cincinnati and
Louisville is considerably reduced. It
has always been called one hundred and
fifty miles between the two points, but
this survey makes it only one hundred
aud tbirty-tw- o miies. Cincinnati
to Madison it is eighty six miles; and
from Madisou to Howard's ship yard, at
Jeffersonville, tbe point tbe party

is forty-fou- r miles, making a
distance of one hundred and thirty miles
from Cincinnati. From the ship yard to
the mail boat landing, at Louisville, it is
fully two miles, making tbe distance one
hundred and thirty-tw- o miles. The ob
ject of the survey ie to locate the bars
and obstructions to navigation, wnn a
view to report tbe same at (lie next
meeting of congress.

Tbe Evausville Journal baa tb follow,
iug iu reference to low water :

" Tbe river was not aa low in KSti- a
at present, but in 1S18 It Was nearly three
inches lower tban in lbS, as recorded on
a rock discovered by Capt. Johu H.g-gent-

f Ciuoinnaii, at the mouth of
'Sinking,' between tbr and Louisville.
The inscription on the rock, which was
three inches uiider water, was asfuilews :

Low water mark Oct. 1, 181 U.- and sin-
gularly enough Capt. Haggerty discov-
ered tbe mark ou the 1Mb of October,
1S28.

" The river Is only a few Inches above
the low watermark oflSSo, aud although
u rise ot two or tnree lucues uas laateu
place at Louisville and Cincinnati, old
boatman do not expect any material
rise uutil November, but expect a still
lower tM, as low, probably, as that of
1856, or possibly that of 1828, next Is the
lowest on record, which is that of 1818."
