Ct tODStOr HEW TOBK.

The Grand Lodge of New York, at Its

iastseabicn, adopted tbe following reso-

lutions :

Whereas, Certain fraudulent and un-

authorized tcheme in tbe nature of lot-

teries or gift enterprises falsely purport-

ing to be under the sanction of Masonic
authority for tbe benefit of the ' Masonic
Hall and Asylum Fund,' have been de-

vised and set on foot by certain persons
for their own selfish purposes, therefore

Resolved, Tbat the G. L. of the State
of New York does not only disavow, but
denounce a gross and wicked imposi-

tions all such schemes, purporting to be
for the " H. A A. Fund," or any oiner
Masonic charity, and that all such
schemes and devices being subversive of

public morals, and in violation oi tne
laws of the State, deserve the severest
condemnation of all honest men and

TtesiArrd, That the newspaper press
throughout tbe State be requested to
outiln-- h this preamble and resol uf ions, as

a caution to the public against Imposi-

tion of tbis character."
We do not see that lotteries for tbe pur

pose of erecting Masonic balls or asy-

lums are any more immoral, as a species

of gambling than raffles and the
Asylum plan ofdisposing of lands.

In oce sense it is gambling, to invest a
small uim of money for the chance or

inninir a nrize: but In the same sens- -

all speculations and dealings in steaks
are gambling. In Tennessee, lotteries are
prohibited by law. Tiiey do undoubt
edly work tome mischief, by encouraging

tbe spirit of gaming, and demoralizing
few persons among the many

bo purchase tickets ; but we hard

ly think tbat many are nsrmeu in

that We certainly do not agree

that a lottery, fairly conducted, is a gross

and wicked imposition, or subversive oi
the There is a good deal
of thespirit of the Pharisee about denun-

ciations so bitter. Lotteries were much
more common, fifty times as
in our boyhood, than they are now ; and

it Is quite certain that the prohibition of

tbem has not made the public moral any

purer than tney men were, oieu arc
very apt to
"Compound for sins ihey bavea mind to.
My damning lliuae uey air uie lutouo w,
and Dr. Johnson's advice,

" Clear your mind of cant,"

will bear repetition in these over-virt- u

ous day. There are two sides to almost
every question : and if lotteries are in
some respects harmful, in others tbey
effect good.

By the human law,
tbe strong and tbe rich rule and use tbe
weak and the poor, capital enslaves
labor, mercilessly pun-

ishes error and misf.vtune, and intol-
erance brands truth as criminal.

" Wo unto you, Scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites ! for ye devour widows'
houses, and for pretence make long
oravers: for ye pay the titbe of mint
and anise and cummin, and have
omitted the weightier matters of the
law, justice, mercy and faith : ye make
clean the outside of the cup and platter,
but within they are full of extortion and
excess."

NOTES OF DiaKCTMOftS

From Freemason's Magazine, London.;
The symbols and mysteries of Free-

masonry are a storehouse of the treasu-
ries of moral and philosophic truth. Tbe
ancient Masons doubtless looked on them
with very different eyes, according to
tbe various degrees of proficiency which
they had attained. Whilst the many
would recognize in the emblem's and
ceremonies belonging to the three stages
through which they bad passed nothing
farther than what was remmnnlcated
indiscriminately to al! the brethren,
others would discern under them deeper
and moreaimportaat truths 'completely
veiled from the sight of the ordinary in
quirer. Hence the division of v.asons
into exoteric and esoteric by Phytha-gora- s.

Tbe exoteric truth of Masonry
have been taught us in our Lodges of in-

struction, ami delivered to us in lectures
on the tracing boards. Tbe esoteric
teachings of Masonry, now, as for--1

merly, can only be fully discerned by di!-- 1

imnt investigation. The writings of
philosophers, and the architectural and
other records of religious systems, will
often suggest explanations of Maseuic
signs, and will again, in their turn, be
more fully understotsi and appreciated
when read in the light which Masonry
will shed upon them.

A brief consideration of tbe general
purport of the three degrees of Craft
Masonry will serve as a preparation for
a more particular inquiry into the signifi-
cation and object of its "several symbols
and allegories.

We may consider the three degrees
with reference, first, to three periods of
the history of mankihd and, secondly,
to three stages in the life and education
of an Individual.

A glan.se at the tracing board will
show bow large a proportion of our sym-- !

bols belong to tbe first degree. And this
wss to be expected, for gesture, language
and picture writing would characterize

early ages of tbe world as they now
mark tbe infant state of nations anu
individuals.

Tbe distinctive symbols of the first
degree are doubtless of the highest an- -

ianilv Prnbablv thev were all used in
Masonry before the departure of the
Israelites from Egypt.

The earliest traditions would have ref-

erence to the creation of the world. This
was completed in seven periods or days,
and seven is the characieristlc number
of tbe first degree. The Masonic ladder
bas seven rounds.

Objection : There are but three rounds
named in Masonry.

Anmi eT : The names so given arecom-parativel- y

modern, as is the designation
of "Jacob's Ladder." When this em- -
blem tof the E. A. is fullv considered,
reasons will be given for believing tbat
tbe ladder was a Masonic symbol before
the time of Jacob, snd that the number
of the rounds was seven.

The three pillars refer to the Creator of
tbe Universe. The Deity was repre-
sented by a pillar, because it contained a
kind of outline of the form of a man in
night and breadth, though of far larger
dimensions. This mode of representing
Deitv must have continued to tbe time
of tbe Exodus, for tbe Israelites were
directed to throw down the pillars of the

Cansanite ; and it may have
been on this account that the Di-

vine presence was represented by the
form of a pillar when the Israelites came
out of Egypt. The three pillars denote

Trinity.
Objection : Tbe doctrine of tbe Trinity

was unknown in tne earnest perious or
Masonry, and the three pillar repretAent
tbe three pripcipsl officers of tbe Lodge ;

the three chief persons employed in tbe
building of the temple ; ana three orders
of architecture. Asd tbe lights have
reference to tbe positions of the sun.

Answer: These soplieatious ot the
symbol do not exclude the other. At tbe
time to wnicn we reier me lnirooucuon
of tbe three pillars into the tracing board
of the E. A. Degree, the builders of the
temple were not born, and tbe orders of
architecture were unknown ; the connec-
tion or these last with Mssonry is per-bsp- s

figurative of the support the Lodges
derived from three systems of Grecian
philosophy the Dorian. Ionian, and
Attic. Tbe consideration of these latter
applications is full of interest and instruc
tion. Knowledge of a purely religious
character does not apear to bave
formed part of tbe ordinary instruction
in Lodges, but was reserved for tbe
" Esoterics." I'yihagora himself re
commended conformity to tbe religious
practices of tbe country to wbicb Masons
belonged. But there was certainly re
ligious knowledge veiled under the Ma-

sonic pyfubols, sparingly communicated ;

and traditional knowledg of tbe
Triuity may have been locluded in it
It Is certain tbat in Nvsieais of religion
derived from corruption of Masonry, as
Druidism, tbe number three wss invented
with a sacred character, as in the honor
given to the mistletoe, and numerous
other Instances. Tbe reverence for the
triangular form amongst Masons was
also very significant. But tbis question
must be left for future consideration
Tbe course of the sun was the subject of
various allegories and symbols in tbe
earliest ages of many nations j and their
place in Masonry is therefore very prob
able.

There is also reference. In the E. A
degree, to tne rirsl period in & man t
life and culture. The three periods, cor
responding to tbe three degrees In Craft
Masonry, are thus uescrioeo oy Aigaz
zeli, the Arabian philosopher : "Tbe
first, or lnfautile slake in mtellectua
development is that of pure sensation
tbe second, wbicb begins at tbe age of
seven, is that ol understanding tbe
third is reason, by means of wbich tbe
intellect perceives tbe necessary, tbe
possible, tbe absolute, .and all those
higher objects which transcend tbe un-
derstanding."

Candidates for admission to second
degree were formerly asked, " How old

are yon?" and the answer was "not yet
seven;" because tbey had not yet passed
beyond that Masonic teaching which is
analogous to tbat which is learnt by
children from their first perception of
things until the age of seven, viz;
Knowledge of an entirely practical char-
acter, obtained by "the exercise of our
senses, by perseverance, "line upon
liae," Md by tbe proper use and order-
ing of our time; and tbe first rules of
right and wrong noder the guidance of
our natorai conscience. All this is sig-

nified by tbe character of the working
tools used in the E A. degree. . . .

The aame given by Pythagoras to Ma-

sons in tbe three degree, were : 1. Aeon-sti-

(hearer;; 2. Mathematici scholar,
S Phyrfct.

The hearers, even in their Lodges,
were to be silent, and to retain their
thoughts within the secret recesses of
their heart. That is still symbolize,! by
the mode of wearing the apron in the L
A. degrea. . . . It is also implied in
the charge of degree, where
permission to offer sentiments and opin-
ions on subjects regularly introduced
in the lectures is Mr tbe first time given.
