MEETING YESTERDAY.

Yellow Ferer Declared Ho Lon-
ger Epidemic.

and Madison street, at twelve o'clock
yesterday, when there were present, Drs.
Irwin, Taylor, Otey, Brown, Sim, Pitt-ma- n

and Rogers. The President, Dr.
Irwin, In tbe chair. On motion of Dr.
pittmao, the resolution passed at tbe
meeting of Physicians In refexenoe to tbe
death of tbe late Dr. Sale was ordered to
be spread upon tbe minutes. Dr. Brown
offered the following :

Rttolved by the Board of Health, That
we consider yellow fever no longer
epidemic. Absentees and strangers may
return with impunity.

The resolution failed to pass. Dr.
Pittman offered the following :

It is well known that yellow fever has
nrevailed In otrr city to a more or less
extent for a month past. It is sad to
think that about one hundred aud thirty
of our population during this time have
fallen victim: to its merciless sway
among these a number of our most useful
anil honored cltizeDS.

lietolved, That we now take great
nleasure in aunouueing to the city aud
country at large, that the yellow fever
ha ceased no new cases occurring. We
theiefore respectfully invite our absent
eee to return to tbeir homes. We heiieve
thev may do so with safety.

Jgeiotved, That while some members of
of our Board were prostrated witn tbe
draad disease, our sincergJsfamage is due
to tbe Hupreme Buler of the universe,
tbst Die live of all have been spared.

Sctoived, That our thanks are ten-

dered to tbe editors of the city paper for
tbe interest they have manifested in our
proceedings during tbe prevalence of the
disease.

Retolved, That our thanks are due to
Dr. Rogers, the Secretaay of the Board
of Health, for the able and efficient
manner in which he has performed his
arduous duties amidst his professional
engagements.

Tbe resolutions were adopted, but the
preamble was struck out

Dr. A. K. Tayior offered the following:
Resolved, That yellow fever having

been emdemic in this city tor tne past
mouth, we do ow declare the same to
exist as such no longer, aud that those
abroad in consequence of the disease
would be safe iu returning to their do mes.

Which not meeting with a second, was
not put.

The resolution of Dr. Brown was lost.
Dr. P. H. Otey offered the following

resolutions relative to sanitary matters
which were lost :

Whereas, The late epidemic no
longer exists, and there is no longer any
danger to citizen returniug nome,

Rtsolved. That we respectfully and
earnestly urge upon the Mayor aud Al-

dermen to place the city iu a thorough
sauitarv condition during the winter
months. That in our opinion tbe condi-

tion of tbe city is such as to have iuvited
diseases of an epidemic character.

Retolved, That a physician be ap-

pointed in each ward, whose duty it shall
be to inspect every house in his ward,
suggest sanitary regulations, and if not
carried out by the occupants in ten days,
to report such neglect to tbe sanitary
police, whose duty It shall then be to
clean ur such premises at tbe expense of
.lie- - iceupant ; and, rurtner, mat wuereas
it has occurred that some occupants have
emptied their sinks during tbe summer
moutos, thereby endangering the health
and lives of me community, that we
request his Honor, the Mayor, aod eu

to pass an ordinance forbidding
such action In future, and to require work
of that kind to be done during tbe winter
months.

Dr. Taylor moved that the Board ad-

journ line die. The President and Dr.
Brown were both opposed to this course.
The latter gentleman was of opinion that
the Board should resign as he thought
there was no further need of their ser-

vices. On motion the Board adjourned
till the next regular meeting. From the
above it will be seen that there is no dif-

ference of opinion as regards the ;reva-lenc- e

of the disease. It is to be regretted
that the resolutions of Dr. Otey did not
pass. They embrace good Ideas. It is to

be hoped that tbe authorities will take
tbe subject matter contained therein in
hand and remedy tbe existing evil.

The Board then adjourned.
