Tbey
now believe tbat forty medical students
from New York are in Richmond for the
purpose of procuring material for dis-
section. Very few are seen on the
streets after night, and not more than
fifty attended the circus last night, while
heretofore one thousand has usually been
present.

Montoomert, November 20. In the
night seesiou of the Convention a ma
jority agreed to strike out of tbe article
on franchise that clause which disfran-
chises all who do not vote on the new
Constitution.
