To what extent the financial skill of
Aldermen may be properly questioned, it
is uot our business, just now, to inquire.
There is a palpable parallelism last ween
the fortunes of the city aud of individ-
uals. We have seen the promissory notes
of cltlretw, richer than the corporation,
hawked about for sale at ruinous rates of
discount. Unfortunately, it hapjHued
when the pending financial revulsion
began to expend its foree upon corporate
credit, that there was a due debt of at
least half a million dollars. In tinier to
relieve the treasury, nn arrangt-nieo- t

was made with the several city btnks to
receive the notes of ihe city at par aim
on deposit. For a time this newcurrency
was everywhere approved. Iu local
transactions issues of the City Treasury
were as valuableas greenbacks. Senator
Sherman, Chairmau of the Finance Com-

mittee, could not approve this competi
tion with citv currency, lo which :a
tioDal Banks were sut jeer led. A tax of
ten iter cent, was imposed, which proved
as fatal to Memphis as the cotton tax to
hapless rreeeJinen. Sherman's interven
tion in this matter of local finance has
oust Memphis an immense deal ol
money.

ANOTHER calamity.
There came a failure of the cotton crop

and supperadded to this a decline In the
price ol the great staple. I'lanters lounu
it impossible- - to refund advances made by
merchants; merchant-- : have been forced to
extend their )iuper held by bauks; the
banks themselves,iu many instances, are
reduced te the utmoetstraits. Of course it
is liiffletiit to secure loans, ami bankers,
of all others, are most profited by the de
preciation of the city's paier. lo such
an extent have multiplied evils con
curred that property holders, along
streets thai have been paved, hmi it im-
possible to pav, even in city scrip, as
sessments levied.

THE CLIMAX CAPPED.
To these mistortunes may lie added an

other which developed itself in all its
force during ihe past few days. For
months incalculable evils nf unmixed
African domination have been antici
pated. From midnight conclaves, in
which thousands of ignorant blacks
aired their oratory, and in matchless
melodies chanted the praises of Shaw,
and Fitch, and Smith, and Keecher,
there have arisen graver dangers than
were generated by the cotton tax, or
failure of crops, or depreciation of cot-to-

or by Sherman's tax upon local cur-
rency. Bankers say that they would not
give five cents on the dollar for Over-tou- 's

or Brinkley's piper if the manage-
ment of tbe estates of these gentlemen
were entrusted to Shawg, Bsechers aud
blacfcs. Is it not true that Memphis,
with the wealth of the corporation, is to
be given over to these people ?
To this end the Legislature directs
its action; for this, Loyal
were organized and exist; for this Mr.
Jas. Davis made voters of nameless, un-
known, numberless blacks. These re-

cent incidents were anticipated. Bank-
ers have measured aud the press defined
them. Who then shall aosar! a munici-
pal administration becanseof facts which
have overwhelmed alike individuals aud
hanks. If these are straitened, how in-

finitely worse would I their con-
dition if their fortunes were about to be
consigned to the tender mercies of those
who have no conceivable interest in tbe
city, save to the extent that ;'s treasury
may bo pirn Jerttl and its people
wronged ! How long can these accu-
mulated calamities be borne? Is there
uo remeiiy, DO m nie of redress for intol-
erable ? Do American pa-

triotism and statesmanship demand tbe
degraualion of American citizenship,
and as weli ihe destruction of American
cities and States? If humanitarianism
would make fatal experiments with ne-

gro genius, directed to tasks in govern-meu- t,

why may iiotTimbuetoo be reuted
for the purpose, aud Memphis spared.
Let us petition Congress to export
Baecher, Shaw and Smith lo Africa,
where a limitless field presents itself fjr
the harmless exercise of their wonder-
ful purposes at leneficence.

REFLECTIONS, NEW AND OLD.

There 14 always in the case of every
responsible official a certain amount of
floating scandal respecting hi-- i manage-
ment of public property and his disposi-
tion of patronage. Assjaediy, we would
not stoop, in forming an opinion of our
own or in seeking to shape that of others,
to make fish of one indi vi aud fowl
of another. Whenever questions of per- -

sonal hinor and fitness for official posi- -
Uou at lie, wu wouid give lu auy aspirant
of any party the benefit of any admis-sabl- e

doubt. In the case before us there
is cause for absolute alarm. If the public
estimate of individual worth have
any value, there are now candidates for
most important public positions In Mem-
phis, who woula better adorn places in
the State prison. It is also true, that the
worse the public and private reputation
of men the greater their chances for suc
cess; the more odious to white men, the
more esteein"d are thev bv Macks. The
standing of aspirants in society, the
purity ot their record in courts and
street", their fair fame in business rela
tions, are subjects of interest to tne com-
munity. We wuuld fain hope that every
good citizen, whatever his partif grgi affili-
ations, will ap'iy these tests when he
must make his choice among candidates
for municipal honors.
