him to be. He Is not naturally as fero-
cious as one would expect an ogre to be,
nor has be the knightly manners or com-

manding intellect befitting a political
chieftain. He is simply a fair represen-
tative of the demagogues who control at
i is time the destinies of Tennessee.

cadaverous figure is to wear the
habiliments of Clay or Calhoun or Web-
ster in the Senate

To him it is mainly attributable that
the State debt is now thirty-fou- r millions
of dollars, and that twenty-fiv- million
of this was contracted for railroad prop-
erty that is not likely ever to pay two
per cent, on the in vestment. He aud his
associates have iucreased the State debt
at tbe rate ef fifty-si- x per cent, per
annum. They have piled up fifteen
million dollars of debt within two years.
Of five hundred thousand dollars col-
lected from taxes for school purposes,
and of three hundred thousand dollars
of school fund recovered from the Ten-
nessee National Bank, every dollar has
been spent to meet lavish appropriations,
and there is not now a dollar in the
treasury. Tbe State is likely to be held
liable for over three million dollars of
old State bank notes, but imbecility
makes no provision therefor, and rascal-
ity proposes to add four million dollars
moss to the State debt by donations, in
tbe shape of loans to railroads that have
paid but a fraction of the interest upon
toe present indebtedness, and that can
not be, reasonably, expected ever to

i ay what they Borrow from the
--state. In one case, a road that
has cost the State over a mil
lion uf dollars was, two years ago.
placed in the hands of a receiver ap-
pointed by our model Governor. The
receiver has never yet made a report of
the condition of the road, or paid over a
dollar to tbe State, but tbe Governor now
favors the giving this road two hundred
and twenty-fiv- e thousand more dollars
to be spent in building in another State
a road that is to be connected with this
Tennessee leech. The fact is, there are a
;lass of sharpers professing Radicalism,
who play upon the Governor's vanity
and prejii.! ces, and thus convert his
weakness into mischief. Not long since,
the Governor favored the meeting tbe
liability of the State for State Bank notes
by tbe issuance of long time bonds ; but
some rsilroad speculators got abcut him
and induced him to send a special mes-
sage to tbe Legislature recommending
that they aoould not take any measures
to meet tbe Slate's liability, but with an
empty Treasury, should go iu debt four
million more dollars. The f'bairniau of
the Finance Committee, a gentleman of
intelligence, was opposed to this absurd
policy, and has beeu compelled to resign
his position. From s statement made by
this gentleman when he retired, I ob-
tained tbe following statistics, which,
may interest those of your readers who
are Interested in railroad matters :

throwing away more money, aa four
million dollars would soon be exhausted.
He further behl that the projectors of
some of the roads had not done enough
to justify their demand for State aid;
that wme of the projected benefi caries
were roads in other States, and that Ten-
nessee was not in a condition to build
railroads in other States. In response
to this, Mr. (Speaker Richards, wbo is
the attorney of the railroads, made a
written reply, in which he sneered at bis
cnlleagtie, who bad made the argument
referred Ui. He claimed that tbere would
be no impropriety in the State donating to
railroads without security : asserted that
tbe security offered for the proposed
loans was ample ; urged that unless said
roailB receive aid tbey can t be operated,
and if they are not then, lands and all
kinds of property must depreciate iu
value. He concluded by appealing to
the prejudices of Kast Teuuesseeans, and
demanding support to the proposed
grants, because the Governor and a large
majority of the Senators and blast
