Lodge to salute not only the Worshipful
j Master, as In all other jurisdictions, but
also the Senior Warden and then the
Junior Warden : The same custom may
be seeu iu a New Yoik City Lodge, some
of the Baltimore Lodges, and one iu Tal-

lahassee, Florida.
OHIO.

The leidges practicing the rituals that
were hi use here prior to I860, do good
work, suoh as ail visiting brethren
are constrained to admire. The
only local usage that will strike
one" unfavorably in Ohio is that
of forming the parallel lines at opeoiug
and closing Lixiees, ami wnn mncn

This ia strictly "Obloish," and never
found outside the " Buckeye State," un-- i

PBNNSYLVANIA.

In the Keystone State the brethren
pride themselves upon a system of Rltu-- !

other jurisdiction. This is a pity, seeing
that there ia no better set of feLows in
all the scope of Masoury than in Penn- -

sylvania. ltt ften happens thata Brother
traveling Lbeboe is denied admission to
lxniges in other States whose members
are ignorant of the queer catechisms and
usages so familiar to him. We regret
that tb full explanation of this Is eso-
teric; else we sbou!d show it up here.

WHITE l.l.llll
In every Masouic CatdH in the world

Masons sre expected to be clothed witb
white gloves. Iu foreign rites they are
expressly presented to a candidate at his
making, and tbeir symbolism explained.

' In the French and German rite the can
didate receives in addition a pair cf
gloves suitable for a lady, which he is
enjoined to present to the woman he
moat esteems. In our Lodges, however,
do reference is made to the gloves, and
the candidate is left to guess at the y

of wearing them or the symbolic
b ssnaooaewyed by them. We take this
to be aa oversight that might wall be
remedied, and we think that we might
with great propriety introduce Into our
iniatrons the two pairs of gloves,
as la customary among our breth
ren practicing European forms
of initiation. Among as the white apron
is presented as the emblem of innocence

j and the badge of a Mason, iu materia1
remiaHlsns that purity of Ufe and recti -

tude in all our acts are requisite to those
w1m seek admission to a better life here-
after. This symholiam cornea to us from
the remotest ages, and is found in all the
ancient systems of initiation. Among
the Kssei.es the caadidate was clothe--
with a long white robe which reat-Jje- to
the ground, and which was bordered
with a blue fringe. Its teaching was an
incitement to personal holiness, while
the girdle reminded the neophyte tbat
the mental powers were iu be
cultivated as superinj to the phys-
ical, la the Grecian mysteries the
caadidate was invested w;th a
white rotas and apron In Persia the in-

vestiture consisted of the girdle on which
the zodiacal signs were represented-t- he

white apron and the tunic. In all these
the idea conveyed was the same aa
taught o the modern investiture-rectitu- de

of life and conduct. Iu the French
rite the white glove are the sign of can-
dor, the symbol of such conduct as shall
lead men to regard the wearer's word as
good as hia bond- -a pledge that be will
not disgrace himself by a resort to the
chicanery and deception so common
amount men. Everv Mason should awk
