The City Council of Nash-
ville has received to thrust out tbe B;ard
of Education, before the expiration of
tbe term for which Its members were
elected. Tbe wboie system will, no
donbt, be Africanized within a few
weeks. Sach a course will force the
great sBSjnnty of whites into private

rs coming
be required to pay taxes for the support
of thee African seminaries, while they

The. same system has been foreshad-
owed in the Louisiana Convention, and
will doubtless be carried out, to the
letter, in all the Soathern States, as long
as tbe Radicals shall have sway. Tbe
negro votes are tbe basis of all their
political movements, and they must con-

ciliate their sentiment. Without these
votes, it is now evident, that Radicalism
would be a cipher. Hence, tbey are
compelled to succumb to all their
demand-- . Tbe policy above indicated
will, therefore, be the one adopted. They
are not willing to adopt the system
which na'ure has clearly pointed out and
separate tbe race.but in-i- st upon their at-

tending the same schools.
Whatever may be the immediate ef-

fect of this policy, that it will finally
break np tbe common school system in
the South, no rational man can doubt.

sTbe intelligent white people in the South
of will not send thtir children to
tbe same schools with blacks. It is not
worth while to mince the matter. Tbey
will neither send their children to these
schools, nor will they be taxed to support
tbem. No legislation can be strong
enough to compel Use eonti nuance of

such a system. It is contrary to reason,
to good conscience, to the coarse of hu-

man events, to tax the men of

substance and compel their chil-

dren to associate with those who
endeavor to force them to pay the

exK-nses-
, and then to give them the

supposed benefit of social intercourse.
If the common school system, crtsxes
for tbe education of tbe masse, must be
continued, the whole system must be
revised. Taxes msy be assessed, for the
purposes of education, hot the pupil must
be permitted to select his own school,
and to draw ibe amount assessed for Lis
benefit, to pay the tuition. This is tbe
only just plan the only one which ac-

cords with principles of honesty the
social intercourse that Government may,
of right, control. No government has
any right to force one man's children to
associstr with those of another mas, no
more than it bas a right to compel
one man to admit into bis
house every vagabond and crim-
inal who may attempt to enter
the sacred of his family and
Lome. Waiving the question of right, It
is not expedient. The higher the
lower strata of human society applying
tbi term to the virtuous aud the
vicious should not be compelled to in-

termingle in tl: tender year of Infancy.
Tbe children of those who have just
emerged from servitude are fit asso-

ciates In the schoolroom. Tbe two races
can never admit eccia! equality ,acd this
would amount to social It is
enough tu know tbat it cannot be. The
Nashville correspondent la right In
asserting tbat tbe white people weadd
withdraw froaa the free schools But
will they be compelled to pay taxes to sup-

port schools to which they cannot send
their children? We answer emphatically,
no! Let them pay tax to se. j.r
education, the amount ot assessment to
be drawn by each child and paid to mcb
private teachers, as their parents or
guardians may select. In this manner
tbe education of ail may be conducted
upon a much more economical plan.
There will lie nothing to pay for superin
tendents, for school houses and for the
necessary stealif g incident to all public
contracts. Those who are willing for
tbeircbildren to associate with Nataai,
can then bave their choice. But there
will be no compulsion. .Everything will
be free to the parent's own choice.

The common school system iu the
Soath must resolve itself into this plsn.
Tbe various Employees, Commissioners,
Superintendent and others, wkl oppose
it, because it deprives tbem of good
aalaries, received for very little work.
But it will eventually he adopted. Tbe
