Washington, Deoember23 The bills
Bigoed by the President were not reported
to Congress before the suljourunieot.
Those bilLs are : one cbaogiog tbe time
of holding tbe annual meeting of the
stockholders of the ITqIod Pacilic lUiroau
Company, and one chauging tbe name
of Hamuel Chase Karney. Tbe other bills
in tbe bands of the President fail for lack
of his approval.

Henator Howard, who has charge of
the Stantou investigation, is buily en-

gaged in preparing a report on that sub.
ject. It is stated that he has called on
the Executive Department of tbe Govern-
ment for further information. Thereport
will probably be ready assoou as Con-
gress reassembles.

(Jen. Hberidan left here last evening
for the West, and will not return till
early In January, when he will preside
at the board of officers, which has been
appointed for the revisal of the laws and
regulations ef the army. Gens. Augur
and Harney are on the board.

A llWd'a special says representatives
of the Feaian Interest are urgiug the
.state Dejiartmsnt and President lo re-
commend Congress to demand that rep-
aration shall be made by tbe Britisii
OoverDineot for the imprisonment uf
American citizens.

A New York weekly journal announces
upon what it terms high authority, an
alleged plan ol Mr. J jnnaoti for running
next fall a candidate for President, a
Governor for Sew York, aud a United
States .Senator for that State. We have
the highest authority here for saying
that the President never heard of the
plan till it was read to him from the
paper above mentioned.

A special says that members of the
House of Bepreaentalives state that it is
a notorious fact that eflorts to relieve the
immediate necessity of tbe finances of the
nation, have, upon reaching the Finance
Committee of the Senate, been sup-
pressed, or at least, promise to remain
unnoticed uutil their utility will become
greatly lessened. The resolution against
contraction, a measure decidedly popular
amous Western members, has Sii this
fate, and hence the Senate remains to
which this course of procedure bas given
rise.

The Times' special says the House Se-
lect Committee to inquire into tbe cause
uf tbe delay in settliugadditional bounty
claims find that the total number of
claims filed up to December 1. 1S67, was
411!,U0u. Of these, 273,000 remain unset-
tled. Delay arises in part from the lack
of force employed, and the committee
report that til! has been done which
could la? expected of a force so reduced.
It is very evident from the report that
the work of retrt uchmeot iu some offices
here bas lieen pushed too far, and busi-
ness is suffering by it, and especially the
interest of nearly J .000 soldiers. Tbe
committee recommend a bill authorizing
tbe employment af au additional force,
and lo pay duplicate checks upon evi-
dence of tbe loss of the original.

:.ir as soon as the cold weather sets
in this wittier; and for this purpose a
special car, containing the heating appa-
ratus, will be placed immediately next
to th loonmniive of every train, from
whioh pipe-- will convey a continual
circulation of hot water through the
whole train. Inside the cars these pipes
are mada of cotiper, which will commu-
nicate with the other cars hj abort
lengths of India rubber pipes, fitting In by
means of screw metal heads. Ventilators
in the iuterler of the compartments ena-
ble the pasaengers to regulate the tem-
perature so as lo suit their convenience.
