reached me thiougb the regular caau-ne- l

of the War Department, nud I here-
with communicate it to Congress, for
such action as may seem to be pro(ter, in
view of all the circumstance.

It will be perceived that General Han-ooc- k

aniicHiuces that he will make the
law the rule of his conduct ; that be will
uphold the courts and otber civil author-
ities iu the peif .nuance oi their proper
duties: and that he will use his military
power only to preserve tbe peace aud en-

force the law. Ue declare very explic-
itly that the sacred right of the trial by
jury, cud tbe privilege of the right of
habea esajgej shall uot be crushed out or
trodden under foot. He goesfur!her,and
in our comprehensive sentence, asserts
that the principles of American liberty
are still the inheritance of this people,
and over should he.

When a great soldier, witii unrestricted
power in his bauds to oppress ids fellow-men- ,

voluntarily foregoes the chance of
gratifying bis seltisu ambition, and de-
votes himself to the duty of btiildiug up
the liberties aud streugtheuitig the laws
of his country, he preseuts au example
of tbe highest public virtue that human
nature is capable of practising. The
strongest claim of Washington to lie
"first in war, first in peace, and first in
the heartsof hiscouutrymen," isfouuded
ou the gieat faol, that iu all his illustri-
ous career be scrupulously aliautined from
violating the legal and constitutional
riblsoi bis felluw-citiiieu- s. Wheu he
stirenclered his nommitsinu to (''.tigress,
the President of that body spoke bis
highest praise iu saying, that he had
" always regarded the rights of the civil
authorities through all dangeis and dis-
asters." Wheuever power above tbe
law courted hi acceptance, he calmly
put tbe tctuptatiou aside. By such

acts of forbearance he wrm the
univeisal admiration of mankind, aud
left a name which bat uo rival in Die
history of the world.

I am far from saying that Gen. Hsn-coc- k

i the only officer of the American
army who is influenced, by the example
of Washington. Doubtless, thousands of
them are faithfully devoted to the prin-
ciples fir which the meu uf the Hevoiu-tio- u

laid down their lives. Uut the dis-
tinguished honor belougs to him of being
the drat officer in high command south
of the Potomac siuce the close of the civil
war, who bat giveu utlerauce to these
noble sentiments in the form of a mili-
tary order.

I respectfully suggest to Congress tbat
nome public leubguitlon of Gen. Han-
cock's patriotic conduct ia due, if uot to
bim, to tbe friends of law aud justice
throughout the country. Of such au act
as bis, at such a time, it is but lit that
the dignity should be vindicated and the
virtue proclaimed, so that its value as an
example may not be lost to the nation.
