Ic is true thst a discharge in bank-

ruptcy relieves the debtor of the crush-

ing burthen of his jdebt, hut it leaves
him a pauper, while his estate is sold for
a song, and his creditors remain unpaid.
If things proceed in their'present course
and at their present rate, universal bank-
ruptcy, in tbe South, at least, must be
tbe inevitable consequence. It is said
that the worst use to which you can put
a man is to bang aim. But a still worse
use is to impoverish him and turn him
adrift upon the world. The planter whose
mortgage is foreclosed now, the mer-

chant forced into insolvency or suspen-

sion, the labourer whose home and fur-

niture are sold for debt, deprived of hope,
and heart, and energy and courage, were
better bung at once.

The iaw cannot suspend tbe collection
of debts njr compel the extension of
credit: the military authority in the
Province can only do either by a shame-
less and indecent usurpation of power ;
