the Governors of Tartar Provinoes and
Turkish Pachaliks. This is not main-
tained by argument, because tbe whole
argument is apart from the jiie.--ti .r.
aud aims lo establish quite another uro
position. It is a simple aerlim of the
power of Congress to establish despot-
isms : a power which cam judge, even
Mc Lean and Cent is, positively asserted,
in the Dkeio Boon case, did not exist ;

sary to sustain his opinion and decision
by argument. it is that
Congress has no sucUjiower. Kven the
people of a conquered country, or whole
communities of rebels, when they have

I have remained at home
it quiet, peaceable citizen ever since I
left the Benate, but lean vote neither
for nor against the Constitution, though
all the slaves I formerly owned, who
are twenty-on- e ytars olif, are allowed to
vote.

Tbat is the quintessence of the Recon-
struction plan of Congress.
