As Ireland bas long been the shame

and weakness of England, bo Polauu
seems about to become tbe weakuess,

aud, it may be, tbe cause of the dismem-

berment and ruin of Russia Huch le

tbe law of Divine retribution.
Poland ww partitioned In 1772, by

Treaty between the Empress of Russia,
the Emperor of Austria, and the King
of Prussia. Tbe Russians, on various
pretexts, entered Poland in 1792, anu

tbe Kingdom of 8tanislaus was finally
partitioned in 1795. In 1630 tbe people
revolted, and revolution was attempted
at Warsaw, which was suppressed in
1831, and In 1832 a ukase of tbe Czar
Nicholas declared Poland an integral
part of tbe Russian Empire. Another
vain attempt at revolution was made in
1S46. In 1862 new disturbances occurred,
and in 1863 an insurrection. Poland was
put in a state of seige, a Polish provis-
ional Government was established, and
Langiewicz declared Dictator. Tbe in-

surrection became general and guerrilla
warfare successful ; a Secret Central
Committee assumed supreme command;
tbe Csar's offer of amnesty to all who
would lay down tbelr arms was rejected ;

the European powers endeavoured in
vain to interfere; many eminent Poles
were executed, and among these many
priests and nobles : and after 50,000 Poles
bad been slain, and 100,000 exiled to Si-

beria, tbe insurrection was suppressed in
1864, and Polas4 denationalized.

Such is in brief tbe history of the
subjugation and fate of Poland, and of its
desperate struggles to free Itself from the
oppressor's yoke; and every enslaved
people will with the same desperation a'
Intervals endeavour to regain its lost lib-

erties and Independence.

The North Intends that the white men
of tbe South shall in all time hereafter
be tbeir hewers of wood and drawers of
water, tbeir inferiors, to be insulted by
tbem at pleasure, when oppression shall
have deprived them of the spirit to resent
an insult, even if offered by a coward.
Never again, it is intended, the Southern
States shall be tbe equals ol those of the
North ; or the Southern people tbe su-

periors of negroes.
Where the negroes had not the major-

ity of votes, constitutions have been
framed by conventions whose members
were elected in such a manner as not In
tbe least to represent the white popula-
tion of the States ; and tbe voices of ma-

jorities against those constitutions have,
when tbe vote has been taken upon their
ratification or rejection, been suppressed
and stifled by the most open, shameless
and unparallelled frauds. Hs who im-

agines that tbe white men of tbe South
will ever regard these constitutions as
lawfully and rightfully supreme over
them, deludes himself with a He. They
may be enforced by violent means, and
tbe disfranchisement of vast numbers of

white men ; but the true people of the
South will never regard them as having
tbe sanction that can give tbem vitality
and impose obligation. They will al-

ways be to the people of tbe South, like
Russian ukases to the Poles, the enact-
ments of the British Parliament to the
Irish, and tbe franchise law of Tennessee
to its disfranchised white men ; tbe law
imposed by tbe victor on the sutjugaisd,
not resisted to the death only so long as
successful resistance is hopeless.

Sa far from reconciling tbe South, tbe
enforcement of the decreed measures of
reconstruction will only exasperate and
still more alienate it. The fire will still
smoulder under the ashes ; and these
measures be mors violent inciters of
bate, and more increase tbe thirst for
revenge, than the ruins of towns, tbe
blackened chimneys of burned boms
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hope for. On the contrary we fervently
wish that the future held out to us other
hopes. We speak of that which tbe
coming years are to disclose, as we
should if we were a foreigner, dispassion-
ately looking on from a distance, and
endeavoring to judge of that which N to
occur here In the fu1 ure, by what has

elsewhere In the past. Human
nature remains the same in all tbe ages ;

and the day will never oornw whn to

follow civil war with disfranchisements
and disqualifications and Insults and de-

gradations, and to set the inferior race
above tbe superior one, or attempt to
make one tbe political equal of the other,
will not produce an eternal hatred, and
a thirst for vengeance that no length ol

time will diminish. As the Celt bates
the Saxon, so these miserable measures
will cause the Southern whites to hate
tbe North.

In the body of the great order of
Freemasons, tbe animosities of tbe war
have already died out, and we meet to
getber once more as brothers. Among
those who served in the armies of tbe
two belligerents, the case is in a great
measure the same. Only a few day
eiace we met a Federal officer who eour
leousiy sougui to anow us. a ycung
lady, curious to know how we at once
became like old acquaintances, asked
bim if be was a Mason. " No,'' be said,
"but there is another kind of Masonry
between us : that of men who have
seived against each other in the field.

But such is not the spirit that inspires
the scum that has risen to the surface,
amid the disturbances and convulsions
of tbe times. This generous and maaly
spirit is not that of those who, unfortu-
nately (or the country, misdirect and
mismanage our National affairs, the
Sumners, Steveuses, Wades, Colfaxes,
Bu tiers, Binghams, Bout wells, Covodee
aud Lagans. Theirs is the very lunacy
of malice aud hate, or the cold catcula
tion of sordid partizin self-intere-st ; and
of these motives, tbe fatal and mad
measures of reconstruction have been
born.

Poland has borne her yoke, not pa
tiently, but often attempting to throw it
oft", for fifty years; and at length the
promise of a dawn of redemption fir
tier begins to arise ; and one of the very
Powers to which all her misfortunes have
oeen owing, seems about to be tne in
strument of Diviue Providence to re
deem her fiom bondage. Tue redemp-
tion of the south will not be delayed
lorty years. The great Northwestern
States are being rapidly forced into a
position of antagonism to the Northeast ;

aud must soon begin to look South for
alliances. There is identity of interests
aud mutual intercourse among all the
Suites of the Mississippi Valley. Iu a
little while New Euglaud will have as
utile sympathy witti those States, aud
ihey with her, as they now have with
Canada. Sue wiii uot always be allowed
to have ber twelve votes iu the Senate,
to diciate protective tariffs, taxes on cot-

ton, and payment of the bonds of the
I uittd Slates in gold. Her love for the
l uiou has always been the offspring ot

Like her religious tolera-
tion, it has always been hypocritical
pretence.' Tue only Union tolerable for
ner Is one from which she cau reap pe-

cuniary profit and make ber wiii, ber
prejudices and her notions the law. She
would far raiher rule the South by force
man by the influences ot kindness, af-

fection aud gratitude. She will pay
dearly, someday, for tbe devilments ol
whieh she is the chief author in tbe
South. The day of the Divine retribu- -

is often long delayed ; but it always
es at last. Try all it can, as ug-la-

tried for centuries, tbe oppressing
State cannot make the oppressed one
powerless ; and the hate of tbe con-

quered is always dangerous to the victor.

As I'njast Slar.
Editors Memphis Appeal :

In the report of the committee of the
Draymen's meeting, 1 find tbe follow-
ing:

" That we waited on Hon. T. A. Ham-
ilton and F. S. Richards, our leading
Representative and Senator, and they
severally expressed tbe opinion," etc.

This is nonsense, as neither Hamilton
nor Richards Is Senator, sad the designa-
tion of either of them as leading " Rep-
resentative, seems an ui jast fiiug at the
Hon. Mr. Ryder. It may have been
unintentional, but I am satisfied
it never would have been
made if the committee bad known
that Mr. Ryder was fully as influential
in the Legislature as either of tbe gen-
tlemen named. Mr. Ryder is himself a
working man, and be did more than Mr.
Richards, and ten times as much as Mr.
Hamilton, fur the interests of white
working people. Mr. Ryder's merits
can be certified to by Messrs. Cubbins
and Black, the delegates from the work-
ing men of Memphis to urge the passage
of tbe mechanics' lien law. It will be
sustained, if need be, by other witnesses
and by reference to the measures before
the Legislature.

I do not wish to detract from tbe mer
its of any honorable gentleman, but I
know that Mr, Richards, serving as
Speaker of the House, and very efficient
in that capacity, could not give as much
attention to measures as Mr. Ryder did.
I know, also, that while Mr. Ryder was
working for tbe interests of mechanics
and other working people, Mr. Hamil-
ton was mainly occupied in trying to
create offices for negroes, so that be could
thus secure tbe negro vote and be nomi-
nated for Congress.
