THE SOVERETGNTY OF THE NTATES

We cooclude the review of Judge
Haunter's pamphlet on Sovareiguty, Al-
legiance and Becession.

After a full statement of the defects of
the Articles of Confederation, and a very
defective atd imperfect one of the vari-
oUs messures, stops and occurrences that
led to the assembling of the Conventlon
of 1785, Juigs. Hunter, the author,
broadly sistes thinl there were (wo par-

Stsate Sovereignty, citizenship of Suates
only, and alleginnce to the States, anda
Counfederacy of independent States ; and
the othier.in favour of a central, consoll-
dated Governmenl, that should embody
in itself all the attribotes of & soversign
independent natiob, with titlzenship of
the pation and alleginnee to the central
federal power, He truly sistes that the
theoriea of the delegates were not afl-
fected by the Iatitude, North or South,
from which they came, nor by any con-
siderations connected wilh slavery : snd
that it was & conlest between the large
and small Biates,

The questions of citizenship and alle-
giance were little disoussed, and that of
Hiale soversigoty only as a reason forin-
sisting on equal repressutation in Con-

grees.

Mr, Randolph of Virginia, as Judge
Haonler stales, proposed a plan for &
National Goverament, almost as soon as
the Convention assembled., Mr., Pinek-
ney of South Carolina proposed another,
but sbandoned It and supported Ran-
dolph's, which was that 8 National Gov-
erument ought to be established, con-
sisting of & Suprome Legislature, Judi-
clary and Excentive: the Legisiature to
consist of two Houses, one elected by
the people of the respective Slates, and
the other by the House 50 elected by the
people: the States to be unequally rep-
resented, that Is, according to the popu-
lation of each Btate, In each branch.

Judge Hunter does not state that the
plan also proposed that the Executive
should be eleeted by the Leglsiature, and
the Judges by the Upper House; and
thst the Legislature should have the
power to veto laws injurfous to the geu-
eral interest, enscted by the) Bist=s, asnd
powers of lagislation mueh more impe-
rial thao were lloally conceded by the
Constitution,

This plan was supported by Washing-
ton sod Madison. Its purposs wis to
give all the powers of the Government
to the large States, Mpssachusetls, Vir-
ginia and Peoopsylvanis. XNorth and
Soath Caroline and Georgls, o secure
the ecoutinusnce of the alave-trade,
voted with these three States; and the
siruggle was belween these and the
smaller States, Maryland, Dslaware,
Connectiont, New Jersey and New
Hampshire, with which New Yourk
slded,

The large States prevailed, The Con-
veotion determined ou inequality of
representation in both Houses, and lhe
small States determined to withdraw
from the Convention. This jed, after
the matter bad been referred and re-re-
ferred, to commiitess of the whole and
special commitiees, to & compromise, by
which the equality of the States was ra.
cognized, by the provision that the States
should be equally represented In Lhe
Benate, The word ‘ Natlonal' was then
struck out, as no longer appropriats, be-
onuse those In favor of a federal, fede-
rate or confedsrate government had
prevailed, and the Virginis plan had
been defented,

Judge Hunter quote=®at length from

the report of Luther Martin, mada to the
Marylsnd Legisiature, who naturally ex-
aggemted the national features of the
Constitution, and still mora those of the
‘ plan,” which bie had ogposed, and which,
be declared, was Intended to desiroy
Biate soversignty altogether, He had
proposed te declare that the peopls of a
Rtste making war against the United
HStstes should nol be deemed guilty of
trexson ; but the Conveation refused to
adopt the grovislon. The victory of the
small States was incomplete, because al-
though theoriginel plan was essentislly
ehanged by giving eseh Sials sn equal
voice in the Senate, sll the details and
language of the instrument were not
sccommodsted to, or made to be barmo-
nious with the changed nature of the
plan. The defeated States conceded noth-
Ing (hat they ponld with success refuse,
and endeavoured, of course, to make tha
victory of the small States of as small
value s possible : but the abandonment
of the word * Nstional ' shows the extent
of their defeat.
AMr. Martin argued that the compact
between the Btates, entered into by the
Articles of Confederation, conld oniy be
dimsolved by the consent of every State :
Lot the Conwvention aeted without any
regard to Rhode Island. The Qonfed-
eration was to be perpetual, also;, but
that oo wasdisregarded, .

Notwithstandiog the eoneesslons thus
wrang from the large Blates, and the
sbandonment of the word ' National)’
Lmther Martin, Patrick Henry and
others, who Were opposed to the sdop-
tion of the Copstitulion, represented it
as establishing s consolldated Govern-
ment and destroying Htate Boversignty.
Judge Hunter guotes from the spsseh of
Mr. Heory lmwhich he insisted thst the
Constitution was net s compset balween
the States, on account of the phrase
* We, the People of the United Siates,”
in the presmble. We should suppose
that Judge Huntoer had hesrd arguments
.of counsel enobgh to keow that the ob-
Jections #o taken, and the arguments of
thiose who opposed the Constitution, do
not st sll prove thai it was what they
mmerted it to be.

He eays that theso arguments snd
statements of Luther Martin and Patrick
Henry and others show that the doctrine
of State soversignty was moal uneguivo-
oaliy and forever condemned. But Mr.
Madison, replying to Patrick Henry,
expresaly denled the correctiess of that
great man's construetion of the Constitu-
tion ; the Virginia Convention relied on
his nssarances ; and the Constitution
distinet understanding that It did not

& federal one. The doetrine of "'an ln-
dependent soversignty in the ns R
principle to be perpotusted in the Gow-

ernment,'” was nof coudemued, but trl-
umphed. Judge Hunter says that it was
condemned when the Convention voted

He
says that *‘the Government ‘was thus
piaced on the shoulders of the pesple, in-
stead of upon the supposed soversignty
of the States, renouncing in direct and
positive words the rule of State repre-
sentation, as recognized In the Articles
of Confederntion; and the Constitotion

embodying that printiple was reported’

and snbeequently adopted.”

Now Jodge Hunter cerlaloly kuew
that if that vote had sfood unaltered,
the Convention would have been die-
galved ; that the small States sud New
York refosed to procesd unless it was re-
seinded or modifisd, and that, finally,
sfter a flarce and prolonged struggle, 1t
was deslded that the prineiple should be
sbandoned, snd represectation in the
opper ‘branch #howld be equal, How
much was thus conceded might bea
(uestion to  be argued ; bat it was cers
tainly an absndonment of the principle

that the equnlity and sovereignty of the

States were not to be recognized at all.
It conceded the whole principle: it de-
stroyed the National featurs of the plan,
and retained, in one branch, the federal
character of the Government. The res-
olution asseried Lhat represenlation
ought not to be equal in either branch.
That was ascording to the plan, and pre-
served its unity, The concession wrung
from the large States subsequsntly, re-
scinded thé resolation as (o one branch,
recogunized the equality of ‘the States,
and conoeded the prineiple coutended for
by the small States, The Delegates from
the Inrge Staies oonfessed thia, and se-
knowledged it, with anger and mortifi-
fication, as a defeat,

The langnage of Jodge Hanter, which
we have gnoted, is therefore deceplive
and unfair.” The principie embodied in
the resojution quoted by him was nof
embodied In the Constitution. The reso-
lution was In part rescloded, and a eon-
trary pringiple, thal of the equality and
soversignty of the Btates, embodied in
that insirume®t.

Judge Hunter says that the Constitu-
tion was mot adopted by the States, in
the form of & compact betwesn them,
but by the people of the United States in
their capgily ss citizens of the United
&fates, uocontrolled and unaided by any
action on Lhe part of the States. To
prove this, he reliss on the arguments
and objeetions of Henry and Martio,
counsel, as it were, using every argument
witLio their reach to defeat the Consti-
tution,

The Constitution was adopled by the
Hitates, The people of rack Btale, iv
Convention, gave the separate assent of
the State. Tt was tobe, and it became,
in foroe, a8 soon as it had been ratified
by mine Sales. Conventlons were re-
quired, because it was thought that rati-
fleation by the Leglalatures would not,
for waot of suthority so to act for the
Hiates, be yatification by the States,

No one will deny that the amend-
meots to the Conslitation were made by
the Siates, 8nd not by the people of the
United Biates at largs. Three-fourths
of Lhe Statea may now amend it, sgains!
the will ol an immense majority of the
people of all. The amendments sdopted
have become part of the Constitution.
Is that lnstrument, then, the work, io
part, of the people of the Unlted Btates,
and in part of the Sistes themselves as
Sovereignties? Did one powser make
and does another add to and disloish by
smepdment ? Bueh & propositlon is
emlinently sbsurd.

That the powers of the Genersl Gov-
ernment were greatly enlarged by the
Counslitution in no way affect= thia ques.
tiog. The Sintes, by cowmpact between
themselves, establiished a politieal cor-
poration, oslled the United States, in
which /ey were the corporators, having
unequal voices in one branch aof the Di-
rectory or Lugislature, and sn- equal
voice each in the other branch, They
could confer on the /torporatiom, and
did confer on it, sugch powers ms they
plesssd. All the Aocts of the Corporstion
ety their nets, They sot by means of it.
So long as a State conlinues to be & cor-
porator, the Iaws enscted for sll, by the
eorporste sgent « all, are supreme for
all and bloding on the people of all.
Treason agaiust the nstion so constituted
of aud by the Siates i 80, because it s
treason against eash raspectively,  Alle-
giance Is but the owing of obedience, and
the netion of the State, in forming the
carporstion or natien has bound fts citi-
zens Lo obey the laws enscted by bierself
SBtates
bave not sel a superior over themseélves,
aoy more thaa an ordinary corporation
I8 the superior of the shareholders, In

law, the corporation is distinet from the

Siages : lu faol, they are the corporation;
ita property is their property, Its laws, its

debta, Ita ocontracts, ita treaties, are

theirs.
Jf s Biate, having thus becomie & co-
$ with-
draw by rescinding tbe com ‘then
sll these coneequences of its union with
the others cease. That it can nof with-
draw in an exireme csse, when there is
no other remedy left, and the Constitg-
tion and its own rights are grossly vio-
Iated, Judge Hunter indeed asserts, but
does not sttempl to prove, It would be
far more satisfuctory, If he would conde-
scend to consider the srguments on the
other side, which he does not sven notige.
As an sttempt ' to supply s great pub-
lie want,” a= an exhaustive or even able
defence of Webster's theory of the Con-
stitition snd*Government, the pamphlet
issfuilure. The defecta of its logic are
as greal and glaring as 1ts assumptions
are bold without being original. Noone
who had never before heard of the sub-
jeot would guess, from soything con-
tslned in it, that its propositions In re.
gard to the Conatltution had ever been
considered and discussed by any one, In
the way of denisl or refutation ; and yet
we may certainly be allowed to say that
arguments fiare been made againgt them
that it would
ability of
un ter to reflute.

Flinally the learned jorist, venturing
upon & newsubjeet, in whioh he might
natarally be supposed Lo be at home, de-
clares that the right of eminent domsin
ts * one of the indispensable atiributes of
o sovereign nation."

We wonder that Judgs Hunter should
pot know that the right of eminent do-
main Is In every Stafe in tbe Union, to
taks land for public purposes. To have
learned this, he need mot have looked
into many books, He would have found
it 5o held in v, (Foodlett,3 Yerg.
41, by the Bupreme Court of Tennessce,
and by the Bupreme Courts of almost
every other SBtate in the Union.

And if His Honounr had looked at -the
case of Poilard's Leasze v. Hagan, 8 How-
ard 212, in the Bupreme Court of the
Uunited States, he would have found It
deoided by that Court that the United
Siates never had or held any muniecipal
soverelgnty, jurisdietlon, or right of em-
inent domaslp, in the old States, and none
in the territory out of which Alabams
or any other of the -new Binles was
foriped, except for lemporary purposes,
“The United Ststes,"” the Court said,
' have no copstitotional capscity to ex-
ercise munieipal jurisdietion, sover-
eigaly, or eminent domain, within the
limits of  Btate, or elsewhers, except In
the cases in which it is expressly grant-
ed.”” This depision was affirmed in
Goodtitle v. Kibbe, 9 Howard 471, and
Doe w. Boscbe, 13 Jioward 55,

If, therefore, Judge Hunter is right in
ssying that the right of eminent domain
Is one of the essentinl attributes of sov-
ereigaty, the United Stales are not sov-
ereign, becsuse they do nol possess jt
within the States, st all, exeept by con-
cession from the particular States,

On the whole, Judge Hunter wiil
bardly bave convioced any one that Le
bad shed soy new light on the questions
which he has discossed, or that the Bu-
preme Court of the United States erred
when itesld, In Wheaton & Donaldson
v, Poters, 8 Peters 658, ¥ The Federnl
Government is composed of twenly-four
soverelgn and lndependent States.”

The ticket is lilke a tadpole. Grant is
the head aod belly and Colfax is the tail.
The relative dimensions of the two are
very maeh as between those parts of the
incipient frog.
