Judgments were
rendered against the sureties on return of
tbe eel. fa. Executions issued thereon
against the sureties, who filed their peti-

Both defendants prosecu e
writ of error. Held : That the rule that
ia actions of debt and in tort, a joint
judgment valid as to one and erroneous
as to tbe other, will not be reversed In
this court as to the one as to whom there
is no error, does not apply to actions of
replevin, as to that action. It the judg-
ment is err ueous as to one and right a-t- o

the other, and both appeal, or bring
error, the Judgment will be reversed as
to both The judgment In this case Is
reversed as to both, and cause remanded
for new trial.
