held at tbe capital on Saturday night,
the soldiers gave three groans for Grant,
three cheers for McCteilan and three
cheers for Andrew Johnson. They were
given by the soldiers with a will, and
rolled from tbe capital to tbe artesian
basin. We are also requested by these
soldiers to state that auy assertion con-
trary to this is a base falsehood. The
soldiers say tbey are white men, and
have no love for carpet-bagger- s aud scal-
awags."

In consequence of the above, Gen.
Sbeppard has issued a general order,
reprimanding the soldiers.

SEW TOBK.

New York, June 11. Crabtree, the
father of Lotia, the actress, last evening
after being concluded to
restore to his daughter, her hard earned
savings and was released.

W. Kennard, in whicn
tbe jury previously found a verdict for
the plaintiff, in the matter of a robbery
on tbe overland stage by the Indians.

CO.YGREMMOXAL.

SENATE.

Washinoton, June 11. Yates, from
the Territorial Committee, reported a
bill admitting Colorado.

The joint resolution granting permis-
sion to officers and soldiers to wear the
badges of tbe corps in wbicb they served
during the war, was passed.

Tbe resolutions of the National Board
of Trade favoring the House bill to facil-
itate the import trade of the United
States, was presented and referred.

The biii for the relief of certain naval
contractors was considered. Hume's
amendment declaring the award to be in
full of all claims was rejected, and tbat of
Hendricks, making it a full discharge of
all claims, on account of all vessels upon
which the auditing board had made an
allowance in their report, was adopted
and the bill passed.

Sumner moved a reconsideration of the
vote on the passage of the bill to admit
the Rebel States in order to allow Yates
to make a report, which was agreed to

Yates then spoke ia favor of declaring
equal rights, and Sumner withdrew his
motion.

The hill to continue the Freedmen's
Bureau was then taken up.

Steward introduced a bill relating to
tbe contested election cases in Washing-
ton, which was referred to the Committee
on the District of Columqia.

Trumbull called up the bill lo relieve
from political disability R. R. Butler, of
Tennessee, the Committee on tbe Judi-
ciary having reported a substitute relie-lu- g

the disabilities, and requiring as a
prerequisite to the holdiDg of office, an
oath simply to support tbe Constitution
of the United States, and to give faitb
and allegiance to the same, and for the
faithful discharge of tbe duties of office

Davis moved to amend by inserting
after "names" the words "and all other
persons."

Saulsberry suggested as a substitue the
words, "or any other citizen of the Uni-
ted States."

Davis accepted the amendment and
called for tbe ayes and nays. The five
Democratic Senators present only voting
aye.

Tbe substitute was then adopted, and
the question beicg on the final passage
of the bill, Buckalew spoke in opposition
to it. He discussed the cese of Butler,
calling bim tbe worst case that Congress
could choose for this relief, and urging
the injustice of this action upon separate
cases, rather than making a general pro-
vision applying to all who made applica-
tion for such relief. Tbe bill then passed
by 23 to o.

Vickers was present, but had paired off
with Patterson, of Teunesee, who would
have voted aye.

HOUSE.
MarshaM sent to the Clerk's desk and

had read a letter from Mr. Merrick, the
counsel for Wooley, the recusant wit-
ness, referring to a statement made tbe
other day by Butler, to the effect that he,
Butler, was in possession of telegram
after telegram, passing between Merrick,
Wooley and Warden, the President's

short-han- d writer. Merrick denies in
positive terms tbat any such telegraphic
correspondence had taken place.

lugersol yielded the floor temporarily
to Hunter, who offered a resolution re-

citing tbe allegations as to Father Mr-Mab-

having been flogged in tbe Kings-
ton (Canada) Penitentiary because an
Irish-America- n Fenian paper bad been
found on his person, and directing the
Committee on Foreign Affairs to inquire
into the facts, which was agreed to.

Ashley asked leave to offer a resolu-
tion in reference to the recently reported
murders in South Carolina ot Solomon
Dili, of Camden, member elect of tbe
Legislature, of two colored men, citizens
of the United States, and others, direct-
ing Gen. Scott, the Governor elect, to
take the most active measures to bring
the assassins to justice, and to offer a
reward of $10,000 for their apprehension ;

and to place in close custody all the des-
peradoes residing within that vicinity.

Trimble, of Kentucky, objected, and
Brooks hoped tbat there would be no
objection, if tbe murder of Democrats in
Tennessee, Alabama and South Caro-
lina were aUo investigated. Tbe objtc-tio- n

was not withdrawn.
The House then went into a Commit-

tee of the Whole on the tax bill.
At 3:10 o'clock the Committee rose,

temporarily, to allow Butler to offer the
following :

Retolved, That C. W. Wooley having
appeared before tbe Committee of Inves-
tigation and answered all the questions
put to him by tbe Committee, and hav-
ing thus purged himself of his contempt
of the House in tbat regard, tbat he be
discharged from arrest, and held only to
appear and make further answers if re-

quired, according to the summons.
Butler added that the witness had

answered fully and distinctly every ques-
tion that had been put to bim, and there
seemed in tbe judgment of the Commit-
tee no further reason for keeping bim in
arrest, and bis further attendance would
be under a summons. The resolution
was adopted.

On tbe motion of Garfield the House
agreed to dispense with tbe evening ses-
sion.

Oa the motion of Bramon tbe Senate's
amendments to tbe bill to admit tbe
States of North Carolina, South Caro
lina, Louisiana, Georgia and Alabama
to representation in Congress, was taken
from the Speaker's table and referred to
the Reconstruction Committee.
