| 2. A Mason under zentenee of suspen-
sion may be tried by his Lodee for of-
| fences committed subsequent to his sen-
| tence, or for a repetition of the offence
for which he was suspended, and if found
guilty, may be expelled.

3. Tt is not necessary to reinstate the
deliuqm‘m to enable the Lodge to take
this action.

4. A brother who has been raised or
admitted to membership npon demit, sub-
sequent fo the suspension, is competent
to sit ou any committee of the Lodge ;

The 24th of April, 1774, a committee
from the Lodge at 8t. Quentin was about
to install the Lodge at GGuise. They say
in their report:  We srrived at Linise
about 10 o'clock in the morning, and on
invitation repaired to the convent of the
Rey, Father Minimes, the superior of
which received us with great politeness,
and by certain signs made himself known
to us a% & Muson, and subsequently as
Master of the Lodye of Guize.”
| Several members of the convent, as

well a5 officers of the King residing in
| the neighborhood, were members of the
Lodge. Among others wasa Rev. Bro..
Loth, Orator of the Lodge, who in the
address spoke thuos:

* The l;:-mple of Masonry is the em-
blem of wisdom ; diseretion is its base ;
charity its entablatare ; liberty its de-
vice, and equality its sapport ; the spirit
of dowinatin finds no admission there,

# % % May the spirit which ani-
mates we inflame the hearts of all Ma-
song, and extend aund propagate the glory
aod buppiness of Masoory.”

This Bro.. Loth was a distinguished
prescher, and being called to Paris by
his religious superiors, wasappointed the
representative of his Lodge in the Grand
Orient. His papers, sealed with the col-
ors of the House of Guise, blue and
black, sigoed by the officers of the
Lodge and ecountersigned at Paris, sre
now before me.

Being ordered to Brussells to preach
during Leot, he sent s letter to the
Grand Orient, excusing himself for his
absence from the post of Masodic, on the
groumd of ecclesiastical duty, but de-
claring that he woald ever feel proud to
exhibit his fervent zeal for the glory of
the Royal Art.

Although it was not then, and is not
now, ¢customary for the Grand Orient to
reply to such letters, yet on thiscccasion
De Lalunde, the ecelebrated mathemati-
cian, was appointed to draw up a suila-
ble reply, and he deemed the matter of
sufficient importance to first make a
sketch for correction.

What! Whence ! Whither !

For the Sumdsy Appenl ]
FIRST—DEFINITION.

The word rime means duration, noth-
ing more, nothing less.  Distance means
length, extension, no more, and no less.
Speed or velocity signifies both time and
distance, for we cannot define or con-
eeive of speed without considering a cer-
tain distance in a certain time, as five
miles an hour, or three hundred feet per
minute.  Pressure expresses force,
weight, without regard to speed or mo-
tion, ns the weight of a rock or the grav-
ity of my pen.

But Power involves and comprehends
them all, and though in its etymology it
is not & compound term, cale, or male,
or bene-dietion, yet in its signifieation it
is compound, comprehensive and com-
piex. It denotes distance, time and
pressure ; that is, 8 given pressure or
force poing a given distanee in a given
time. and each is a eoequal element with
all the othem. Hemece, in its physical
aspect and  signifieance. Power is com-
pounded of pressure and speed, id o5/, 8
given pressure doing a givea distance in
& given time.

SECOND—COMPTTATION.

To find the power of any engine, ma-

chine or operation. we have only to wul-

i tiply the pressure into the speed, and

theu divide by whatever standsrd msy
be adopted for practical conception, ex-
pression and application. Asa fawiliar
standard, the horse power is universally
adopted ; and 33,000 pounds pressure,
with the speed one foot in one minute, is
the tested and recognized unit. Inshort,
the pressure in pounds, multiplied by the

| distance in feet per mivute, then divided

by 33,000, gives the number of horse
power. Sach is the sccurale eomputa-
tion of physical power. As for chi-
¢al power, whick we shull be led into di-
rectly, we have as yet no means of cal-
culating ; but the time will come when
we shall be able to compute that with
the same precision, for, as Prof. Hiteh-
cock says, ~ my faith in the advancement
and expansion of the humas mind is pro-
found.”

FIFTH—CORBELATION AND CONSERVA-
TION.
As the genesis of power involves both

pleting a ehain in the philosophy of cre-
ation ; aod this is the final conservation
of power. Let us continue the illustra-
tion above, following the other end of
the chain. The sound of the waves
along the shore, stirred by the passing
steamboat, is continued in infinite rami-
fications throughout the ll.-mfhm. dif-
fasing iteelf in heat, which again distrib-
utes in correlative effects, whieh in turn
becoms conimensurate causes, and so on
ad infinitian. But a small portion of
these atmospheric vibrations is caught
by the tympanum of the ear, snd through
the auditory nerve transmitied to the
brain, whie{ is the *dome of thought,
the palace of the soul ” in its material
or corporeal vehicle, the telegraph
office; and this seunsation thus pro-
duced i guantitatively, if not
qualitatively the correlative of the
power thus employed, or that por.
tion of the power which acted oun the
suericular apparatus, OFf that specific
portion of power, other things being
equal, this mental sensation, free from
extraneous influences, whether from in-
ternal or external cause, i3 in exaet
quantitative correlation. And this dif-
terentiation of mental sepsation from its
physical predecessor, mediately or im-
mediately, is again reiterated in -nunul
emotions or physical demonstrations, or
both, always, however, keeping in exact
correlation, From * The New Philoso-
phy of HerbertSpencer " we read : “ All
impressions from moment to moment
mude on our organs of sense, stand in
direct correlation with physieal forees
existing externally. The modes of cos-
scipustiess, called pressure.  motive,
sound, lizht, heat, are effects produced
in us by sgencies which, as otherwise
expended, erush or fracture picces of
matter,”” mighty or minute, “ generate
vigrations in surrounding objects, cause
chemical combinations and redace sub-
stances from w solid to a liquid form,”
and I may add, into gaseous, and
vice versa.  ~ Hence, it we regard the
changes of relative position, of aggre-
gation or segregation, or of chemical
condition thus arising as being truus-
formed manifestations of the agencies
from which they srise ; so must we re-
gard the ssusations which such agencies
produce iv us as new forms of the powers
producing them.”

These mental sensations develop emo-
tions which may be stamped in psycho-
metrie pictures on the tablets of the soul
as imperishable as the power that pro-
claimed them. Seneca pays, * He that
writ the fates follows them ; He did but

volume in fificen words, as grand, as
comprehensive and sublime as the vol.
ume of nature; a power of the human
intelleet that shall sound upon the
shores of futare ages like the voice of
the Gods !

Moreover, these imperishable impres
sions which constitute our potent ordel
of edueatinn, and which we have truced
primarily o the caloric and aetinic ema-
nations of the sun, develop nltimately
immortaliredbmcceities either intheir in-
dividualities, or absorption in the God-
head through a grand Deific coutraliza-
tion, will complete the chain of ereation
and prove a bemeficent conservation of
power. As snother intevesting illustra-
tion, which we only suggest withoat es-
say of analysis or synthesis, behold the
popular orator haranguing the multitude
as Senrry, of Texas, or Lamartive, of
France, the former by his stirring elo-

uence arcusing to enthusissm the apa-
thetic Texans, the latter by his thrilling
appeals quieting the tumultuous mob of
fiery Freaschmen. Here again we have
a perfect hlending and co-operative ac-
tion of physical and psychical power,
first the one and then the other sppa-
rently predominating, alternately the
uste cause and the correlative
effect. with the sume origination and ulti-
mation of power.

From the flickering rays just emerg-
ing from the mist and throwing their
first feehle food-lights athwart the glim-
mering horizon, this general theory, de-
rived from the facts of modern science
and predicated on the truths of intuitive
philosophby, exhibits as intimate connec-
tion of mind and matter in the ex-
ternal world of inanimate organic pa-
ture, x5 is exemplified in the internal
organic nervous system of man; anod ia
every view and every counection it com-
pletes a chain that forms 2 cirele of ere-
stive power as continuons and  ubiqui-
tous us nature’s infinity of domain sud
eternity of duration.
