PRODUCE.

Editors Memphin A ppeal

The Chamber of Confmercs made o
good move in thelr mesting on Wednes-
day, when they sppoioted a committee
to confer with our railroads on the sab-
Jject of reducing freight on produce com-
ing to our city. It ls hoped that the
eommittes will call Lhe specisl attention
of the several roads terminating here to
the propristy of sn immediats and large
reduction in freight on the small pro-
duote of the country, such as wheat,
vorn, peas, snd all kinds of garden vege-
tables, ns well as poullry, eggs, buller,
gte. Tt canpot bs expected thatl our
farmers will rajse these things io excess
of their own waols, when our rallronds
keep in forge & tariff of freights =o high j
as Lo almost condume their market value |
to pay the transportation. We are in-
formed hat lazge quantities of the pro-
ducts named are held in the country,
and permitted to decay beesuse of the
high rates of freight. Some farmers
who reside near our city have haoled
lasrgs quantities of polatoss in wagons,
and sold them at fair priees, snd pur-
chasers have sent them fo Chicago and
other Isrge Northern citiss, and made
large profits on them. Farmers at more
remote polots woald do likewize, but for
the tarifl of freights on our railroads. It
is truly astonishing that they continuoe
such narrow sighted policy, and give so
little encouragement to the raisiog of the
products aamed, 1% I3 far different with
railroads termipating in Northern eities,
There they carry, when the produciion
| isin its jnfaney, as It now s with us, all
such articles at the aoctual cost of doing |
