The President, with the eingular fac
ulty that he possesses of doing things by
halves, has proclaimed what he calls a
General Amnesty. The essential part of
it is in these words :

Now. therefore, be it known that I.
Andrew Johnson, President of the Uni- -
ted state9 d0 b Tirtue of the constitu- -

. ,I TT-t- i.J OA A I I -
tne umieu outies, ueievy proclaim anu
declare, unconditionally and without
reservation, to all and to every person
who directly and Indirectly participated
in ihe late insurrection or rebellion, ex-
cepting such person or persons as maybe
under presentment or indictment in any
Court of the United States having com- -
netent Jurisdiction, upon a charge of
treason or other felony, a full pardon and
amnesty for tbeolTcnse of treason against
the United States, or of adhering to their
enemies during tiie late civil war, with
rwi.-ratio- n of all right of property ex
cept slaves, and except also as to any
nronertv of vhicn any pereon may have
been legally divested under the laws of
the united estates.

From beginning to end, the President's
course in exercising the pardoning power
has been timid, feeble and unjust. There
was no reason or senss at the beginning,
in excepting persons whose taxable
property was worth more than twenty
thousand dollars. Nothing made a Major--

General less worthy of pardon than
a Brigadier or a Colonel. Thosa who
were specially pardoned (among the first
of whom was a member of th9 Confede-

rate Congress from Kentucky) had no
greater claims to pardon and grace, than
others not fortunate-- enough to have
their pardons solicited by Radicals.

The President grants pardons grudg- -'

ingly, and has heretofore in most cases
used the power to make favor with Bad-- j
icals by hastening to respond to their
recommendations. Now he excepts all
persona under presentment or indict-- j
ment In any Court of the United States,
upon a charge of treason or other felony.
How does that make it lees politic to

pirdon them ? Is General Leo less wor-

thy to be pardoned, or General Johnston
or Beauregard, than others who were
pardoned long sgo ? In .some States in-

dictments were found, in others not.
Many are pending in Virginia, and there
In other States there are none at all.

who had come up, drew a pistol
on Bradshaw, and would have shot him
dead had not Senator Wisener and Col.
Scudder stepped between the muzzle
and the supposed Kuklux.

Capt. Davenport, Receiver on the
Winchester and Alabama Railroad, has
been appointed by Gov.

From all accounts, there
will be very little corn wanted in the
goutbwest this year from Northwestern
granaries. Howeyer, send it forward;

held forth for buyers and shippers for
foreign account to visit our market. We
should have in the regular business sea-
son, in our market, stocks of corn from
500,000 to 1,000,000 barrels, with good
supplies of meats and provisions. Then
our market" could ba dopandsd ca to
meet orders for ship loads.

The Monroe (La.) Intelligencer of a
late date saya: We have never experi-
enced so long & drouth at this season, as
now. Since the 16th of May, It has not
rednsd in this neighborhood, and the
prospects cro not favorable for a change,
But the crops are looking better than
UHual after such long continued dry
weather. The cotton has not suffered, at

jd loots well. Corn is not generally
good, though plenty will be made for the
quantity cultivated. Our gardens and
orchards are sufferlDg very much, and
unless we have raia soon, we will be de-

prived of vegetables,
