Regis-
ters show 7300 names, whereof over 100
are naval officers.

All staff officers are reduced by one
grade. The staff" in the quartermaster's
and ordnance departments were-als- re-
duced one-ha- lf in number. The staff of
the Bureau of Military Justice was alsn
reduced.

Mr. Boutwell, from the Reconstruction
Committee, reported back, with the Sen-
ate's amendments, tho joint resolution
excluding from the Electoral College
the Stateslately in rebellion, which was
read the army bill having been tempo-
rarily laid aside..

tho 182amendment3 of tbe Senate to the
Tax bill, and he suggested that tbe House
accept a general report to now concur In
all the amendments, and let them go to
a Conference' Committee. There being
no objection, that course was adopted,
and a Committee of Conference asked
for.

Washburne, from the Conference Com-
mittee on the Legislative Appropriation
bill, made a report, which was agreed
to.

The Army bill, as amended, was then
ordered to be printed.

"SENATE.
The bill discontinuing the Freedmen's

Bureau after the first of January next
was passed.

The Funding bill was then taken. up
and discussed without result.

The House amendment to the Elec-
toral College bill then came up and was
concurred in. The bill now goes to the
President.

The Senate then adjourned.
