In order to obtain an opportunity to

ask what amount of taxes the Editor of
the Appeal pays, the Bulletin asserted,
Heme days ago, that in addressing the
people of Memphis in mass meeting

a week ago, he spoke of carpet-

baggers' and scalawags who paid no
taxes.

When we are provoked to reply to a
personality, we do net care to be in haste

alot it, especially when the summer
heat has made us Indolent. If the Bul-

letin wished to be impertinent, it would
havb been batter for it not to have re-

sorted to its imagination for facts to war-

rant an indecency.
We said nothing at all, like that which

the Bulletin imputes to us. The impu-

dent invention lacked even the merit of
iBgeeuity, and cannot be exeueed as a
Mistake.
'We did not inquire into the amount of

taxes paid by anybody, and least of all
by a political antagonist. We supposed,
indeed, that those who rule us hre In

Memphis had sufficiently enriched them-
selves by many diligent courses, ta pay
respectable sums into the treasuries of

theSJate anil Nation.
jWXshould be ashamed if the close of

"tlve eivil war had found us worth enough
to be proud of the amount of taxes ex-

tracted from ns by the State and Pederal
publicans. We are more than content,
we are proud, to be poor. We do not
regret it, that the proceeds of the sale of
valuable property of ours are in the
Treasury of the United States, or that
the sacrificed property is held, as we un
derstand, by the wife of Schenck of Ohio.
Lt each enjoy the gain. Other
lands have been swept from us by exor-

bitant taxation. It may be wise, but it
is certainly not very manly, to taunt
Confederates with their poverty. No
Southern man, we imagine, Is ashamed
of it, or would have his condition other
than If It Is, if, to have had it different,
he must have abandoned or betrayed the
cause of bis State.

Wo only wish we paid less taxes than
we do ; for every dollar extorted by way
of tax from a disfranchised man, is a
dollar of which he is robbed. The eense
of injustice will be hardly sharper under
wlileh we shall smart, when the Buttettn
uaeceeds in persaadlng the Czar of Tenn-esa- ee

to billet his ragamuffin State sol-

diery on the citizens of Memphis, as it
indolently threatens shall be done.

TAXATION WITHOUT HEWIESEXTA-TIO-

It Is not wise, as it is not necessary, to
weaken the case of the disfranchised
oitieens of Tennessee, whom an enact-
ment that is null and void , and a decis-

ion that has destroyed all conrklenee in
the Sopreme Court of the State, and is
its ehame and ittlgma, have disfran-
chised, by crying out that they are taxed
without being represented, as a matter of
individual complaint.

But when a majority of the people of
a State, as is the case in some, or even
sixty or eighty thousand, as is-- the case
in Teanessee, are thus disfranchised, it
is the exclusion of a class from repre-
sentation, and the case becomes like that
of a whole community. Then, coupled
vMh the unlawfulness of our disfran-
chisement on othtr grounds', it immense-
ly aggravates the wrong, and make the
robbery of the right more utterly inex-
cusable. According to human Justice,
at any. rate, the enormity of acrime is;
in proportion to its consequences, except
in tbe case of political crimes which ruin
States and produce civil wars. At all
event, ne who robs us of our mostval
liable goods ox dearest rights, does ua the
greatest injury, and deserves at our
hands the severest punishment.

Therefore we nave said, and we re-
peat, that he who labors to continue our
disfranchisement, is a personal enemy.
It is useless for htm to smile, and profess
nersonal reeneot. find demand tbe amen
ities controversy. It is not a
political controversy, that between us
and him. One might as well call
struggle for life with a burglar or a bravo
a political controversy. n.e wno enueav-or- s

to wrong And! rob me, to reduce me
to a condition ol Inferiority to the freed
necro, is as much my personal enemy,
as he. who iinpoveritnes me by robbing
my safe, or endeavors to stab rue under
the fifth rib. But it does not follow that
waaretoeeek, in retaliate i, to rob or
murder bim : that we are to resort to
force to remedy the wrong. We do not
force an open and deadly quarrel on
every perao&al enemy; but, unless wb Ual
are hypocrites or politic we do docllne to
meet him acra friend, or treat' him as a
generous anttgonlst,

Tennessee is oil the highroad to bank-
ruptcy, in confluence of the wasteful
and corrupt expenditure of iUJesoblQ &9

aaasas
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rulers, and enormous taxes are eating
nut the substance of the people. por
this reason the right to vote is more ira
portant to us, because without it itis not
possible tor us to cure tne maiauy uuu
distemper of the State, arrest the wiuan
dering of its means and the licentious
contracting of debts, and cut out the
cancers ofcorruption from the emaciated
body-polit- ic of the State.

With this Tight to vote withholden
from all except those of a single party
or faction, there is no responsibility to
.guarantee honesty of conduct in our
rulers and legislators. Their party sus
tains them in whatever tney uo; ana
the disfranchised cannot even find the
means to learn the damninir facts. The
registration of voters is entirely un
der the control of the Governor,
wbn mav annolnt registrars at pleas
ure, and annul the registration of.
all the voters of a county, with
out helm- - roonired to cive any reason
for doing so. The consequence or this
omnipotence of a party Is, that there is
no real repuDiicanism iu leuuesseu, uc
cause no ruler or legislator Is responsible
to the people, or neea lear any roouae,
if guiltv of corruption, extortion or the
unlawful exercise of arbitrary power.
The school fund is gone, how, no one
Bm to know. Is any one made re
sponsible for the disappearanceof that
large ana important iuqu, au uuo.
The .silence of the grave ahrouda tne
whole transaction; because those who
shared the fund among them belong to
the dominant party In the fatate, and It
would perhaps suffer by their exposure.
It is not likely that it would sutler ; for
when a Government is so organized,
and all the opposition are disfranchised,
frauds and, malfeasances serve as co-

hesive forces to bind them more closely
together: Party always protects and

it? knaves. That is one of its no-

rtesaities.'
A Govern ment so organized, and which

has so annihilated opposition, as that it
can only taut anu not acr, pecomes an
oligarchy of the chiefs and managers,
sustained by tne masses, In tnls case
black as well as white, who are the
maiority below them, and who will con
tlnue to support them, no matter what
thev do. The government of Tennessee
is utterly irresponsible; and this oligar-
chy possesses the tremendous power of
imnosinc such burthens as they please
on tne property or tuose wnom tney

They hold the purse and'the
sword, and in the Tribunals men pre
side by no otner warrant tuan tne sov-
ereign will and pleasure of the one man,
who assumes the airs and Imitates tbe
follies of royalty.

The Declaration of Independence pre-
ferred this, among other articles of Im
peachment against the King of Groat
Britain i" He has refused to pass other laws for
the accommodation of large districts of
people, unless those people would relin-
quish tbe right of representation in the
Legislature arigntinesumaDie to mem,
and formidable to tyrants only."

And it Impeached him, also, " For im-

posing taxes on us without our consent."
When the Constitution was made, the

great struggle for the principle that
taxation and representation should go
hand-in-han- d, was not forgotten, and it
was embodied in that instrument, in the
most positive and distinct manner, by
these two provisions :

" Kenresentatives and direct taxes
shall be apportioned among tbe several
States which may ba included within
this Union, according to their respective
numbers, which shall be determined,
e4c"

"No capitation or other direct tax
shall be laid, unless in proportion to the
census or enumeration herein before di-

rected to be taken."
The Constitution thus declared its

rwtifnitinn of the principle that each
State should be taxed, not according to
its wealth, nor oven to lue number

its population, but in proportion
its representation in the lower

House of Congress. Not according
to numbers, because each Rtate, how
ever small, was to have oneRepresenta-Wnr- ,

d so perhaps might axed out
of proportion to its numbers ; aud the
States in which slavery existed were
allowed representation for three-fifth- s

only of their slaves, and could only be
taxed in tbe same proportion. Not only
is no authority given the United
States by the Constitution to tax in-

comes and earnings a certain per cent-
um, but the power to do it is positively
excluded. If Congress had determined
what amount of money to raise by di-

rect taxation, and apportioned it among
the States according to representation,
New York would probably not pay one
dollar where she now pays fifty, and the
burthen sf the new and poor States
would be proportionately increased. The
people of each State would pay. as it
was intended they should pay, in pro-
portion to their political power in tbe
Union. The effect of emancipation will
be, after the next census, to increase
tbe political power of the South, all
the negroes being counted in as-
certaining tbe numbers of their popu
latIon; while the immense number of
white men who are disfranchised, will
be counted to increase the amount of tax
to be apportioned to each State. By this
process, tne nurtuen oi taxation of each
of these is doubly increased : first, by
tne aaaition oi two-nu- oi uie negroes
in ascertaining tbe cumber of the popu
lation ; and second by tbe inclusion of
themselves in the count, though they
are without a vote, and have no political
power.

To disfranchise a man. therefore, and
tax him nevertheless, is as contrary to
the spirit of the Constitution as it is to
the dictates of natural justice. What is
just for the State is just for the Individ
uai.

No people In the world will lourr sub
mir, without an attempt to throw off the
burtnon, to be taxed without being rep-sente- d.

No people ought to do it. No
large class of proscribed Individuals
ought to do it. And wherever this op
pression exists, anu wuorever ractlon
rules and disfranchises great numbers of
persons, and the prolotalrea who have no
property levy such taxes on property as
they please, " Extortion will bo the As
sessor, Fraud too Cashier, Confusion the
Accountant, Concealment the Reporter,
and Oblivion tbe Hemembrancer." In
the words of Burke: ' An 'arbitrary sys-
tem must always be a corrupt one. There
never was a man who thought he bad
no law but his own will, who did not
soon nnd that he had no end but his own
profit."

All injustices ultimately turn upon and
rend their authors. The disfranchise-
ment of large bodies of men, used to ex-
ercising the right of voting, and whom
their enemies still contlnuo to tax. ends
In their impoverishment, while Its

are inctesed taxation to meet
wasteful expenditures ; and at last the
nurtnen tnus created or increased shifts
to the shoulders of tbe men to whose
folly It is owing, and they find that
mora things than chickens and curses
come nome to roosr.

"Tyranny is a poor provider. It knows
neither how to accumulate, nor how to
extract" But it well knowfl how to ex-
asperate nnd to arouse hatreds that last
longer tnan a lifetime- - We necessarily
iau iuuso nuu upprES US ana tax US
without our consent.

with it 5160,000. of depositors ' monev.
That this was not true I need Tiardfy
tell you, as by the time this reaches you
the assets of the bank will be in thn as
bands of its officers, and the instlintlnn

Om Balh on. it lege. This result

has been reached after most industrious
efforts on the part of those concerned,
and the most thorough investigation of
the bank's allalrs by the uomptroiier oi
the Treasury. To the general puouo it
will seeman irreconcilable enigma that
a bank, standing so well, should thus be
injured in their estimation without cause
and without such an investigation anu
lapse of time as might have prevented
so dire conseouences to our com
mercial interests and endangerment of
tbe creditor honorable men. nut tryou
will take the trouble to investigate the
matter " at home," you will discover the
close connection of another national
bank with a piece of treachery that
would give the ruu and control of very
much if not moat of our exchange and
deposit business. You will learn that
this busy-bod- y national iank .was. to be-

come the bond, of a JieCeiver for the
Merchants', in xeitfii6tf. which deposit
of trust said Beceivet waSto turn over
the collections and-othe- r business of the
clossd bank, whereby a snug little sum
wa? to be netted to .a concern
that any day might go by the
board, . if only left to. the patron
age oi the Knoicais it supports
aud protects in power, jx nice iittio
game, lor tue.monopoiy oi tne oanKing
business has been spoiled, and our own
people, whose only error i9 a too con-
fiding trust and confidence in their fel-

low buiness men, are likely to come out
"all right" There are always wheels
within wheels. This affair of the Mer
chants' National illustrates the present.
For want of that associated effort which
distinguishes St. Louis, Cincinnati, Chi-
cago and New York our merchants are
as subject to the fluctuations of rumor
as to our mercantile affairs as if stran-
gers to the corporate limits of Memphis,
hence they, as well as the general
public fall an easy prey to any ap
parently fair statement, especially when
coupled with results like the closing of
this banK. Then, too, mere is too much.
eatrerness to kick down the bill the mau
who has begun to tumble; and the smile
and smirk of selfish jealousy often lights
faces in Memphis that should express
rather Bvmpatuy anu reirret. xne mer
chants' National was guilty of dereliction
as to tbe jNauonaiiiaus Jbaw, put other
wise I am well persuaded was solvent.

AS TO STATE FINANCES

I am well assured that the State author
ities have connived with certain influen-
tial parties connected with our East
Tennessee railroads, whereby the July
nterest on tbe bonds of these roads has

been withheld with a view to enable
both to make fortunes from tbe failures.
These parties through thoir agents here
are sellinz these bonds short, under tbe
excitement occasioned by this failure,
throwing down the market to enable
them to' buy in again at a depreciated
rate, and so become the sole possessors of
a property that should rank with the
best securities in the country.
