FATAL AFFRAY.

Bloody Termination of a Writ
el Ejectment.

Father and Son Shot Down—The
Son Mortally Wounded,

Fall Particulars,

Yesterday evenlng about half-past six
o'eloek Mr. L. H. Coe came to Bherif!
Curry's office aud surrendered himself
into custody for having shot down itwo
men namsd Boyt, & father sand son,
about s bhour previously, on the Her-
nando road, nesr Eimwood Cemetery,
T'he circumstances ns detalled o us by
Mr, Coe were as follows:

Home monihs sgo Mr, Coe reated to
Mr J. Boyt, Ben,, 8 place which belopged
to him, sliiusted nesr Elmwood Ceme-
tery. He gave hig noles for the rentand
planted a crop on the place. When the
noles became due he (ailed to meet thewm,
and Mr. Coe a few days ngo sued Mr.
Boyt fur the amounts due, and obialped
s judgment and & writ of sjectment
sgainst bim. The writ was served on
Boyt immedistely, and he was to have
moved sn Friday isst, but was given by
the Sherifl’ until Wednesday (to-day) to
move, Oo Thumdsy Iast Mr. Coe
was ridiog by the place, and sawa
lot of hands in the cornfield,
with Latchets and kulives backing down
the standing erop. Heeslled out to them
and ordered them to desist, sayiog the
erop wss his, and asked if Mr. Boyt, the
g'der, was sl home. The roply given
Ly one of the bands was that Mr. Boyt
was nol, but ove of the youug men wae
then in the fiald. DMr. Coe dizmounted,
and went to where young Bayt was stand-
ing, snd remonsirsted with him on such
ponduct.  Boyi professed himself con-
vinced Lhat it was wrong, and ordered
the hands to desist from further depreda-
tion. While they were talking togetlher,
Mr. Adams, the Deputy Constable, eame
slong, and was hailed by Mr, Coe, and
the three soon engaged in conversation.
While thus engaged, Mr. Coe eaye be
heard some one say that be would kill
him (Coe),and on looking arcund ssw the
slder Boyt approsching him with a shot-
gun, cotked and raiscd in & threateniog
attitude, and swesring that he would kill
him (Coe). Coe told Boyt that he was
unarmed, but that he could shoot if he
wanted. Young Boytsud Adame, when
the old mun frst approached, moved off|
thinking that he would shoot instaatly,
but came back apd by esrnest entreaty,
with considerable diMiculLy, prevailed oo
Boyt Dot to shoot. During  the
time Boyt was thresteniong Coe, he
sxid  frequently that he wanted
to kili bhim spy wsy, fer having
malireated his sons duriog the war.
(Hissops, it i8 said, were conscripted,
bas Mr. Cos assuces us that he had noth
ipg whatever to do with it.) Mr. Coe,
after Boyt had become pavitied, rode ofl.
Having some Lusitess in the peighbor-
hood yesterday, Mr. Coe rode out there,
and haviug been thus threatened balfore,
went armed with s double barreled sliot-
gun, loadsd with buckshot. He passed
by the place, which Boyt still cecupied,
but did pot see him, He learned, how-
ever, that Doyt wss baviog the fence
torn down and destroyed, Returniog by
there in the evening, in cotnpany with s
Mr, Girerge Myers, e met Boyl in the
road, a little weys from Lhe house, He
spoke to him aod ssked him if be intend-
ed moving lo-morrow, (to day,) and
Boyt answered, *“yes," Mr. Coe then
informed Boyt what he had heard about
the fenciog, aud sskod him i It was so.
Boyt replied by cursing him in the vilest
mannper, from which Coe ordered him to
desist, eaying that he had slready taken
spough from him. With this Boyt
Jumped up on the fepce sod called to his
son, who was at the house, Lo feteh him
hizs earlune, The young man, us soon as
Lils father called him, cames ou!l witha
gun snd wslked rapidly down the road
toward Coe, ralsing the gun as he did so.
W kiens got within eighty yards,
f orderedd him o balt,
and, on his advaocing nesrer, repeated
the order, ndding that he (Coe) would
kil him if be came any nearer. Cosre-
peated the warning, but youog Boyt still
advanced, with the earbite al a “ready,”
and when within sbeuw! forty yards Coe
fired one barrel at him, aud be fell to the
earth without speakiog. Meanwhile,
the eider Boyt had gotlen {naide the in-
closure or Held in which the house slood,
sod was makiog his way toward his son,
and when the shot wss fired he was
within a few feet of him, ou the opposile
slda of the feuge. As the youog man
feil, be jumped oun Lhe fepow sod nt-
tempted o pick up the gun, Mr., Coe
ealliog to bim not o touch it, or he
would fire. He disregarded the warning
sod Mr, Coe flred the second barrel,
woupding but not disavling bhim.

Having cmplied his gun, sud Boyi be-
ing lu pussession of Lhe loaded weapon,
Mr. Coe wss foresd to retrest, which he
did, apd coming to the ¢ity gave himsel!
up:  Sherill Curry, sfier hearing the
siantement of Mr. Cne, which was corrob-
ornted by Mr, Myers, carried Mr, Coe be-
fore Sqguire Gritiith, who put him onder
ponds of $2000 to a) pear this morning at
10 o' cloek.

We learn that young Boyt died in the
course of sn hour after the shooting, but
that the wound of the father, though se-
rious aLd dsvgerous, is nol necessurily
mortal., Mr, Cue ls & youpg nian well
kuown to our community, sod belongs
to one of vur most respeciable families,
We feel assured Lhnt be wili be atle to
prove that this act was ons of simple
seli-defonse. However, Lhe matter will
be thoroughly iuvestigated tils moraiog,
and we suspend all Judgment aoill after
thie exsmination,

Resclved, That not having the power
to charge the lerms and conditions of
psyment by the owners to the contract- |
ors, the Hourd will insist that the pay-
ment shall be acourding Lo the act of the
Leglslature.

The resolutions were seconded and
were put to a vole, when Alderman
Yassmore stated that s commillee ap-|
polnted at » poblle meeling & few days
slpee were present o oonfer with the
Board upon this matier, and present
their grievances, He requested that the
chairman have a hearing.

The chairman a=ked if any gentleman
bad any objection to the commities be-|
log received, aud none beipg raised, Col
Iyler, chsirman of the committes, |
stepped forward and addressed Live Board.
He went over the whole ground gone
over by th: meeting &t the Muulcipal
Courtroom, detalled the grievances com- |
plained of st that meeting, snd quoted |
iaw to prove that the Nicholson pave-
ment {ax, as now collected, is illegal,
upjust and incquitable, aod appealed to |
the Board to breask the contract.

dutiea by a commiitee. He was bitterly
opposed to the Nicholson pavement at
first, and did all he conld against it, aven
carrying around m petition againat it |
He waz convinead now that it was & pe-
cessity, that the contractsnd mode of |
paying for it was legal, and as near right |
as couid be gol. It was the method
adopted by st Louls, Louisvills, Cin
cinnsti and other largeeities that used it
He= bad consulted with the best lawyers f
in those cities a8 (o the legality of tlat
mode of levyiog payment for it, and uli |
iuformed him that no principle was more
elearly settled, or more plainly laid down
He proposed that the City Attorney, Cul,
Morgan, who was present, should Ibform
the Board as to the law ou (Le subject as
be guderstood it.

Col. Motgin came out, and said that
he weuld speak of the subjset in its legal
bearing, simply.
