TENNESSEE FINANCES.
Tbe rapid decline In Tennessee bonds from

about seventy-seve- n a few weeks ago lo nearly
fclity last week lias caused more than umuI
attention to be directed to the financial and

condition ol tbe Sta:e. Itslallnreto
tbe semi-annu- lntei est due on tbe 1st ofJay wai tbe immediate cause of the break,

ana since then the developments in tue Legis-
lature and elsewhere have sull further im-
paired lis credit. In tbe Senate a bill was
offered and referrel providing lor'thejuniling
of tbe matured principal anu Interest of the
debt and all tbat may mature during tbe next
three years Into six per cent, bands, to run
thirty years, tbe principal and iateren pay
able in 01 course, if few mean men
suspend all payments on account of lufdetA
for three years to come. Subsequently a bill
was lntroauced in the House providing lor tlie
funding of tbe Interest and matuung principal
of the uebt fur five years, thus suspending in-
terest payments for two yeari longer thau the
Kenaie bill proposed ; and this was referred to
a committee, lio v. brownlow, In his xnei&pge,
gives an alarming description of tbe social aud
political condition of the btale. and recom-
mends the calling out r the militia and the
fcummary infliction of the death penalty upon
all members ol theKuklux Klan.
