Editers Mampbin Appeal:

The report of the Grand Jury of the
Criminal Court of this city shows s fear-
ful record for the Board of County Com-
wissioners, Leat me give only an item
or two, for their muasters, the thleves who
make the laws, know Lhe law as our peo-
ple bad it srranged before the present
bogus so-called Legislature begaw to de-
vise the ways and means of stealiog from
the peopls by creating places for favor-
Ites,npd providing subsistence for thieves,
T sny, before these things were done, the
Megistrates of the ocunty looked after
the Income and outlay of the county,
and now let us ses st what cost, Then
Magistrates held foor terms per annom ;
al which esch Justice was allowed $2 per
day. Say thers were thirty Justices in
the county, and that every Justice would
attend each quarter session in the yesr,
and each day of every term, and that the
terms would last three days. This would
glve each Justice $2 per day for twelve
days in the year, and with thirty Justi-
ces, would make in the year an outiay
on the part of the county for salary to
public servants to superiabend the eounly
afleirs, jost 370, Now how is it?

“Adjacent to Rogalia are thres other
sugar plantstions with splendid erops of
cane in & luxurisot growth, and ma-
ohinery to take them offf Oa one of
them are twelve thousand coffee troes of
the second year's prowth, which are
well fitled with the Kuit or baan, and
about fourteon Lhoussnd plantain trees,
which shade tha coffee. Thess estales
would be o good investment for practical
sugar planlers who have experience and
eapital.

 Higher up on the Sittes river, and
adjacent to Regalia, is the new esiate of
J. A. de Braam, ¥., who haa since Iast
summser mado & clearing of sbout three
bhundred acres, erected a saw mill, with
ghingle machine altsched, and he saws
the mahogany, yemery and pine tim-
ber, of which he hss =sn abuon-
dance, which make good lumber,
and thereof a erecting a sobetan-
tial and permanent house for his em-
ployees and laborers. It Is his jntention
to build a light railroad all over the es-
tate and through the fields, and by the
use of his locomotive, avold the neoes-
sity for mules sud oxen in thecorn flelds,
It is his intention to havea very large
plantation. .

** Beyond Mr, de Braam's, his onfgeln,
Mr. Leelerc, from Holland, who, I un-
derstand, was formerly asugar planter in
the island of Jave, Is opening a planta-
tion, and has absut one hundred seres of
land cleared, and has just commenced
erevting quarters for his laborers,

““These estates give evidenos of what
way bs done aven in a new and wilder-
pess coguiry, Here are st least one
thousand acres of cleared Iand, a Isrge
portion of which is covered with cane,

plantains snd coflee, where three years ¥

since stood the gloomy primeval forest.
Under all the dissdvattsges with which
it commenced Regalis will yield this
year pear eight hundred thousand pounds

of sugar, which bids fair to be more than.

trebled pext year."”
