A Double Trasedy in Texas.
We find the following in the Bastrop

.4cfrerter.- -

brothers, Jfeil and Richai! Northcross,
were killed in a half mile of the residence
of W. C. Lawhon, Esq., twelve miles
north of Bastrop. Mr. Lawhon, the first
witness on the ground immediately after
the killing, furnishes us with an account
of the terrible tragedy, from which we
condense a brief account:

and daughter should accompany him.

Mr. Gentry was packed,
with loaded wagons and camped on the
grounds where the killing took place,
prepared to start en route to Ten-

on Wednesdav moraine, and the mar
ried brother stated that the object of the
visit was not to seek a difficulty, but to
get .....bis wife and. the. clothing.

The lire was returned by the po-
licemen, and discharges followed in rapid
succession, One negro was killed and
two wounded, but thev rallied asrain
near the guardhouse, and again moved
forward to attack the police. By this
time, the whole police farce and a large
number of citizens were on the ground,
prepared for the conflict, when the ne-
groes said that It was their intention to
protect the lawful authorities. They
then rapidly dispersed. At one time se-
rious apprehensions of a riot were enter-
tained.
