This, we take it, is something new in the
way of stealing, and bard to beat.

A correspondent of the L'tnon writing
from Lone fine, July lltu, gives the fol
lowing account of some strange mon
eters: The Owens Lake Monster has
been seen once more. On the evening
ot July 2d, some time before the sun went
down, two young men were ridiog along
on horseback, on the west side of Owens
Ijake. They Jive in the valley and had
heard the story of the Mexicans who saw
something strange on the lake one night,
Dut it was not generally Deiieved. lioin
of these men had frequently scanned the
surface ol tne lase, to verify tbe story,
but neither of them had seen anything
or tue serpent until tbe night in question
un tnis occasion, tuey observed some
thing unusual about a mile from siiora.
A huge animal was swimming rapidly
aiong, mrowing out waves on botu sides.
Jt went half a mile, then went below the
surface a few moments: when it came
up it started on the back track for a mile
or eo. Presently another of tbe monsters
made his appearance, and they began
to amuse themselves together a3 only
monsters can chasing and retreating,
disappearing and coming up, add
then making the lake boil like a pot. It
was a sight worth seeing. They also tay
that they saw another towird tho mouth
of tho river, but not at the same time
the others were in view. Over half an
hour before the sun went down, and some
time after, these curious creatures con-
tinued to disport themselves, when
tba increasing darkness cbMged the
young men to strike out for Lone Pine.
They describe the creature to bo 100 feet
long and over four feet in diameter, and
of a grayish color. Tho names of the
men are irank Hilton, of Iudenendence.
and A. H. Johnson, of Lone Pine. The
latter declares that he would not go out
Into the lake in a small boat for fiftv
dollars. The story of tho Mexicans Is as
follows : As they were sleeping one
night near the mouth of the river, they
were suddenly awakened by a loud
splashing and plunging in the water.
Un looking in tbat direction they saw a
very large animal, upon which thoy took
to their heels and did not stop (so the
Btory goes) till a mountain top was
reached. A more credible witness is
Col. Stevens tuperintendentof a mining
company at Lone Pine. The Colonel saw
tbe monster (sometime In June, we
think,) and his description is substan-
tially the same with regard to its length
anu color, aatbat given by Johnson am'
Hilton. Col. Stevens says he saw it
throw water fifty feet hlch.

Tbe Uoico (California) Courani, oi
July 10th, says: Last Monday evening
a uaric in-is- s or clouds plied themselves in
sombre threatening airAy above the
eastern horizon, from which shot flashes
and chains of lightnic. At first tbe
mats seemed to mote from south to
north, but, when opposite Chico, it ap-
peared to halt, close up U line, and sud
denly march toward the valley. A9 the
mass moved forward the heavens were
lighted up with a eickly phosphorescent
glare; the roaring of the tornado was
ilke the hoarse thunder of old ocean,
mingled with the wailing of all the spir-
its ot the infernal regions. It came on
the wings of tbo whirlwind, went crash
ing through tbe town, twisting huge
limbs from the giant oaks, and filling
tne air villi twigs, branches and a cloud
of dust that shut out the light. Tho first
charge leveled the new addition to the
Union hotel with tbe foundation, also a
barn belonging to Isenbeck. Large trees
were twisted ofil while others were un
rooted. The thermometer rose ten de
grees in half an hour. The atmosphere
was stilling as that from a fcrnaoe. It
probably approached nearer a simoon of
tbe great deserts than anything else
Charge after charge swept through the
town and country, each vleing with its
predecessor in force and terror. At half-pa- st

eight o'clock there was a quiet In
tbe elements, though tbe air was stilling,
and remained to during Tuesday. It
was tbe worst tornado that, ever visited
tbiseectionof the State, and will be Ions?
remembered.

The Sacramento Union of Julv 14th
says: We were shown yesterdiy a speci-
men of the cocoons raised at the cocoon-
ery of I. If. Hoeg.in Yolo county, on tl e
Sacramento rlver,some three miles above
tliis city. The sample consisted of somu
two pouuds, gathered from the brush in
which tho worms had deposited them.
and a boquet or a collection of oocoonsln
tbe brusn, snowing mem as spun. Tbe
cocoons appear and are said to be of verv
excellent quality, of a bright straw cvor
and very hard and compact. They ap
pear to oe aisooi unusual sizs, averaging
as wo are informed, some three hnnrtrr.t
and twenty-fiv-e to ihe pound. The
eggs were taken to the cocoonery on tho
first day of Jane, in a hatching condi-
tion, a part having bsen put to hatch-
ing a few dayB earlier than the rest.
It was eight days before the feed-ln- tr

were all hatched. On the first Hir
of July the .first day's hatching began
their cocoons, and on (he eight day the
last dldlhetame and" are now all done.
We are Informed by Hoae that the werlr
of taking care of and feeding them has
all been done by Chinamen, one cf whom
has followed the business for life, on his
'town account, In China. The success of
the feed-a- nu wnion, notwithstanding
the unusually cold and unfavorable
weather of theeasoh, is "unparalleled

in a great measure attributed to tbe
skill and management of tbU Chinaman.
This cocoonery was supplied with stoves,
and lire, was omit in mem every night,
from the hatching until the cocoons were
finished, and the worms fed every hour,
uiubt and day. The eight hundred thou
sand worms consumed some twenty tons
of leaves, and we are informed that the
trees .now contain much more foliage
.than when tbe feeding commenced and
mat tne eggu mr auoiuer leeuingarenow
in:pr6cess of hatching.

obey, In common with all citizens you
may summon in casesof necessity. Yon
will be particular to observe that this
hieh and responsible authority is given
to tbe Marshal only in aid of his duty to

will act in subordination and obedience
to the civil officers.
