The public mind has been greatly ex
cited over the reckless and criminal
projects or tne iiaaicai Legislature of
Tennessee to compromise the peace of the
State by the organlzatlen of a partizan
military force, with the view of over
awing the Democratic party. Indeed bo
for had apprehension of Intestine war
affected the public, that many timid per
aonalg' our midst had proposed, in view
of t3cT threatening aspect of affairs to
the Democrats to withdraw from the
canvass, anil relinquish the contest for
the right We are happy in being able
to reassure the despondent, and encour-
age' the cowardly on this point We are
satisfied the Military Bill, which la now
pending before the Legislature, Is bo
utterly violative of the Federal and
State Constitutions, as to be incapable of
execution, so long as Andrew Johnson,
the Patriot Pbesident, remains in the
White House.

Tho Constitution of the United States
provides Sec. 10, Article, I that "No
"Btate shall, without the consent of
" Congress, keep troops or ships of war
"unless actually invaded, or In such
"imminent danger (that is of invasion)
" as will not admit of delay."

The Military Bill before tho Legisla-
ture oontravenes'thls provision in these
particulars. There is no actual invasion
of the State, nor is there any immediate
danger of invasion. Only a force exte-
rior to the State can Invade. There is no
pretence that the "Military Bill" i8
framed to meet and repel invasion. The
bill proposes to create a standing army,
or in the sense of the language of the
section In the U. S. Constitution quoted
from, to "keep troops." It proposes an
armed organization outside of the militia
of the State, for the organization and use
of whici latter force the laws already
make ample provision.

There Is only one military resource re-

served to the various States, under the
Federal Constitution. That Is the mili-

tia. This, for the safety of the State,
compr;,eeJfWaWe-botUe- d fte8man UP to

acortaln sgej" With" certain exceptions,

Neither tha Fedei1 9 8Ut Con.

THE MEMPHIS
Btitutions contemplate any mili-
tary power originating with or
put In action by a State other than
this. Hence, under the Federal and
State Constitutions, it is impossible for

the State authority under a militia levy
to use the military power of this force in
hostility to any considerable portion of

the citizens of the Btate. The Improper
use of the militia is still farther guarded
against by the Constitutional provision
found in section 1, article 8, Cont.
State of Tennessee, wherein It is enacted
that

" All mllitoy officers shall be elected
" by persons subject to military duly,
" within the bounds of thelrseveralcoru-- "

panies, battalions, regiment", brigades,
"and divisions."

Hence it will bo perceived, for tvro rea-

sons, that'the present military bill. Is not
within the militia reservation of any
State:

1. Because it does not profes3 to amend
tho militia law of the State, those laws
already providing fully for the use of this
kind of force.

2 Because the Bill provides for select-
ing a special army out of the militia ranks,
and provides for their organization and
use by the Executive in direct contra ven
tion of the provisions of the State Consti
tution. Therefore it proposes the erection
of a military power within the State
expressly prohibited by Sec. 10, of Art. 1,

of U. H. Constitution, Congress never
having given its consent, and invasion.
being neither actual cor threatening.

We content ourselves with
showing that this infamous bill is au
daciously repugnant to the Federal
Constitution. We may horeafter show
more fully how It violates the Constitu-
tion of Tennessee. Our confidence is
strong from our knowledge of Pbesident
Johnson, that he will intervene with the
entire power of Federal authority to pro-
tect the people of the Stats from this
atrccity.ilf it is attempted to be executed.
His assurances to that effect to Messrs.
Looney and Birch may be relied upon.

pensory bill, for holding all appoint
menis in connection with th Irish
Church in abeyance. The third reading
in the Commons is not likely to be
offered, but the action of the Lords Is
still uncertain. The Times and other
papers warn tne .Lords that If they throw
out this bill, it will bo at their own peril,
and yet It Is a part of tho constitutional
functions of the Upper House to reject
aujr uicosuftt wuicu it may oeneve to be
prejudicial to the Interests of the country.
It is the first time in cur history that the
highest authorities in the Pres3 think it
needful to urge upon theLords to adopt
as a system, the principle of obeying the
commaiius oi a majority in tne Com-
mons.

There is nothing unlawful In the Lords
throwing out a bill which comes to them
from the Commons in so acting they
fulfil a part which Is assigned to them by
constitutional usage and precedent But
the revolutionary character of tho times
in which we live is imperceptibly guiding
the tone of every one who assumes to
speak on public topics. The Lords are
not advised to their duty according to the
best of their judgment, but to obey frnru
fear of consequences the orders which
are sent to them from the Commona. It
is nothip more nor less than the' course
which was adopted toward the American
Senate during the impeachment trial:
Public moralists here thought it a very
dreadful thing that Senator Henderson
should be lectured and threatened by the
Missouri delegation In the House, while
they take exactly the same line with the
members of (he upper branch of their
own lj"giaia-ure- . f uo middle cia&s in
England, led by their fcvnrite Journals,
gave ice v.uiiu to uuuersittnu last year,
that they were no longer fit for
Government They.now are clamoring at
the House of Lords to beg and pray ot
the members to make the tsms confes
sion of weaknetp. The Lords are asked
to announce formally that threats will
induce them to pass any bill, no matter
how grave may be their objections to it
The concurrence of the great papers In
this advice is surely a very significant
sign of tho changed times upon which
we nave enierea. it is not as u the
Lords were oppossd to n measure the
ueoDle had demunded. Tha voice of the

Prime Minister has bteu carried in the
Commons by a Liberal majority, but it
nas not received tne sanction ot public
support. The House of Lords U at prts
ent merely threatened by a section ot the
Presti which may be mistaken in suppos
ing mat puu'.io opiuiou is witu it. and ty
politicians hungry for nlace and nower.
If thin plan of intimidation prove suc-
cessful, there will be no need for tho ex-
tremists to call out, "down with the
House of Lords." It will haveauietiv
abolished ifeelf.

It is quite certain that, as the H3n3
of Commons more and more represents
the populace of England, it will become
more and more Impatient of the re
straints upon its will and whims, im
posed by the House ot Lords, and will
ultimately destroy that body, as it was
destroyed by the Commons after the ex
ecution of Charles II. The more popu
lar branch always encroaches on the
aristocratic or exclusive one. The House
of Representatives of the United States
haa already shown its teeth to the
8enate, and indecently Investigated
charges of official corruption against
Senators. If Radicalism maintains
Itself In power, the House will more and
more monopoliza the powers of Govern
ment ; and the equality of represenfa
uon or the Slates will be the first thine- -

Almost with the beginning of the day
commenced the bustle of the preparation. i

Messengers hastened to and fro, bearing I

great bundles of lamp?, piper lanters
and fireworks. The offices of the several I

committees were thronged with anxious
parties receiving last Instructions, or
mnu to be followed by their, respective
or.jranizstiacs. To hire a 'borfie of any'
description, even for an hour, was an
utter impossibility. For days every an-
imal Ih all the livery stables had been
engaged. The environs were searched,
plantations visited, and in some instances
even carriage horses were engaged for
the occasion, Mobile, the Watering
Places, and even Memphis and Louis- -

vine had been appealed to for music, all
responded, and with these additions our
corps was considered inadequate for the
host By four o'clock nearly all the
prominent business houses closed their
doors, and an hour later persons residing
in distant portions of the city com-
menced thronging to Canal street In
many families dinner was hurried
through in the most hap hazard style, to
enablo tho younger members to com-
plete their preparations.

THE DAY AND THE CBOWD.
The rain that had set In about the

middle of the day cooled the atmosphere
to a most refreshing temperature ; but
just as everybody had congratulated
himself on tne freedom from dust, it
commenced to sprinkle, acd continued
until perhaps six o'clock. Notwith-
standing this, by five o'clock car loads
of ladies and children began to congre-
gate on the neutral ground, and along
the galleries of the Turo and other prom-
inent buildings there was a general
eweepingarrd brushing up for their re-
ception. Anxious matrons, with as
many as six or seven chattering little
people tugging at their skirls, rushed
hither and thither In the vast crowd.
Eich passing minute, from this hour,
brought rc-I-n force m en ts. The sun had
scarcely, sunk, tebind the houses be--
ioro us uaioonies commenced to tnrong,
and long before nightfall both windows

In a moment afterwards came the '

second explosion, and, as if by magic, I

tho entire line, through all it
length, blazed with thousands of lights.
So sudden was the transition from dark-
ness to almost uoonday splendor, that the
crowd, taken completely by -- surprise,
broke into an involuntary chaer, whichrang from street to street.

Under these happy auspices the grand-
est procession ever assembled in thestreets of New Orleans started on the
route.

Ex-peoti- was on tiptoe. The glory
of the illumination instead of aatlating
the desires of the assembled thousands
saemed only to Increase their interest in
this monster rally. After some Hfteen ortwenty minutes necessary delay threemore bombs announced that the march
bad commenced.

THE KOUTE OP THE PBOCESSION

was one continued, unceasing, never-broke- n,

gioricus ovation to the great
principles in whose honor the procession
marched. It would have seemed likely
that with nearly all the men of Jfew Or-
leans in the ranks of some one of the
many clubs which turned out, each of
wnoai speut some money in the cause,
