Both requests were granted, and the
prisoner was turned over to Sheriff Cur-

ry, to be escorted back to jail. Tho
Sheriff carried him to his office, where
he left him, surrounded by deputies, but
without saying a word to them about his
being a prisoner, altogether forgetting
the necessity of such a thing. As soon
as the Shsrlff's back was turned Floyd,
as might have been expected, quietly
walked out of the office, down stairs,
and presto ! he was gone.
