TO THE rEOPlK OP Tlir. XflUTH.
From many private lottere, and from

newspapers supporting tho Democratic
party, we learn that grave apprehensions
exist of almost Inestimable damage to

'our cause by tKtr garbled extracts of 'ln
disoroot speech ea und lotters of Southern
gentlemen, prominent, some of them, In

tho political, others iu the military-- an-

nals of our eeotlon, and some in both.
The Radicals have circulated these by
the hundred thousand, and in conse-

quence, it is said, have intimidated the
weak and carried dismay to tho least
hopeful. Now if thia-o- eo, and any

cent, of the Northern pub-

lic can bs induced to change their
votes by such speeches and ex-

pressions, ps tlioso reported, tlien
the intelligence and manhood of

the North must be "put at a very low

standard, indeed so low, as to leave noth-

ing to be proud of in American citizen-
ship. To believe that the Northern vo-

ter could, to any extent, be diverted
from casting subh a suffrage, as the best
interest of the country required, accor-

ding to his previous, convictions, by rea-

son of anything which has as yet fallen
from any ore in the Sonth during tnis
canvass, is j to admit the existence
of great ignorance and still great-
er truculence In the Northern
constituency. Not one sentence or syl-ab-le

haa fallen from the lips of any man
in the BoutU, tiunng tne present con-

test, which impeaches to the slighest
extent the good faith of tho Southern
people, as to their obligations assumed
under the terms of tutrender. In no
way do any of these expressions indi-

cate any unfriendliness to the Union or
to the Federal Government, or any hos-

tility to Federal authority. We chal-

lenge the producticn of any such senti
ment or expression. The utmost that
can be manufactured out of .these
speeches and conversations, is a bitter
hostility to Republican or Radical polioy

since the war. Can any reasonaoie or
just man in the North deny that tha peo
ple of the South ought to be hostile to
such policies, aa have been, adopted to
ward them at the instance of the Radi
cal party since the war? Can. any hon
est man North fail to admit, that these
policies havo been harsh and insulting
to them, tyrannical .and destructive of
their material interests? More than
thii, the most intemperate language at-

tributed to tho "Sjuthsrn chiefs," has
related to tho local developments of
Radicalism in the various Southern States

such, for instance, aa the mlserablo'dea- -

patism of Tennessee. Now wo happen,
to know that a largo section of tho Rs- -
pallican parly North, utterly condemns
the brutal, iguorsnt and corrupt tyranny
which exists in Tennessee, and which
with tho most exact propriety, consider
ing both the infamy of the nnd
tho scousdrelisni of its author, may bo
termed brownlowism; just as assassina
tion to supply eubjecta for dissection, was
called " burking,11 from tho name of the
first villain who practiced tho crime.
Is it possible that the manhood of
the Northern people is so reduced by
their fears, or so perverted by their pre
judices, that their apprehensions of re
bellion can bs aroused. by thu indignant
and even menacing protests of the vie
time of this odious oppression ? Can it
De,'that they will even find matter for
censure in the most violent denuncia
tions of Radicalism, by thoso who have
for over throe years borne its coarse cru
elly? As well might tho manipulator
of the rack find in each groan of the lac-

erated victim provocation for continuing
the torture. Shame on it, if Radical
demagoguism can induce the freemen of
tho North to hesitate one moment, in
overthrowing the most ignoble desnot-is- m

that ever cursed- - any time or ooun- -

try, by hurling iu.thJsIF faces the pas
sionate declamations of Southern men,
against tlB very tyranny whiah has ex-

cited their own scorn.
Again, wo would Inform tho North,

that tho mas3es of the Southern whites
are Bot under tho control of leaders.
They aro not "like dumb cattle
driven " " chieftains."by This has
been a misconception of the South- -
era peoplo long prevalent at
tho North, which it would ba woll' to
correct. 2opeop.e were ever so marked
by individuality as the Southern whites.
No population were ever so little moved
in their determinations of political ques
tions by that magnetism which produces
tho blind following of a mob. There is
no man, who ever held any considerable
portion of the Southern people, bound to
his mere personal fortunes, or individual
pinions. In this particular, they have

dUIered widely from tho peoplo of the
North. Therefore there Is no one man,
nor. even any twelve men, who
can assume to represent the sen
timent and feeling of the Smth- -

ora peoplo. Tuey respeol talent,
distinguished service in the field o. Sen-
ate, and accord legitimate influence to
them, but they are far, very far from be-

ing' thcalavea of mere "personal distinc-
tion. - They recognize quite a diffureuce
in the offices of capacity. They may re
gard bne as highly gifted foe tho occupa
tion ana work of a soldier, and at the
same time held him poorly qualified for
the delicate and complex duties of states'
manship and quits an inapt ad'
vissr on political questions. For
instance, no Southern man or
woman thinks tho Ies3 of Gen. Long- -

street, as a soldier, becauie,he gave
them signally baa counsel in rfolltios
which they very prooerly rejected.
There is but one man in tho South, who
approximates that position of supreme
innuenco over tha Southern mind,
which would "at all endow with repre-
sentative authority what he might utter.
That is KUUJilU' a. LEE. This

not from his mere soldierly
achievements, but he has ever evinced
thai cool, calm equipoise of character
and mind, which fits its possessor for the
arduoun wort: of statesmanship in emer-
gencies. "Mens cquus in arduis " express
his high and varied capacities. Moreover,
he is fairly the exponent of that delibe-
rate intelligence, which ought to guide a
people struggling amid adversity, and
oppressed by misfortune. Yet oven he,
If he chose to exchange his prudont for
erratic courses, could not draw the ononis
of the South after his vagaries.

In conclusion wo would sogjest to our
people, that those are times wnen tyracta
are seated la power, and In the " model
ReDUblic" Just the same caution la -
quired on tho part of the friends of free-
dom, thatbasever been required In other
countries of thoso, who luauzurate tho
struggle for liberty. That such precau
tion is necessary, omy pro? me malig-- .
uant character of the oppression now
restintron the land. Wcntver ttic lan.
guage of any freeman, however vindic-
tive, canbeusedjor the' purpose of up--
holding the tyranny of ttfAicA he com
plains, it'only argues, 0, greater danger
to libcrty. Therefore,, we weuld advise
tne people oi tne ooutn to entrust tne
trfbune only tolhpse,"who'cah measure
the exaot forca of language. ahd,6o. weave,
the argument on htr behalf as to have
the texture of Milan mail, and be utterly
impervious to raruusn arrows.
