TUE EARTHQUAKE.

Adtiiiiorial reialls or ie "Terrible" Cou--

Tarlv nr I'l Mv. Ttionfcnnd
Lives l.oftjnKcuatoiiThe Course of
Hiver Altered Corpse found Float-
ing from tne Interior to f uoOeean.

ThePacitlo Steam Kavigatlori Com
pany's steamer Falcon, arrived at Pana
ma yesterday from Guayaquil and Inter--
raediata ports. . Tbe news which she
brings" la important only in so far as it
mora thin confirms the harrowing re-

ports already sent to the Herald Of the
frlshtful destruction of life and property
Id the1 neighboring republic of Ecuador,
by tbe eartbrluakea of the 16th of Au
gust last. The loss of life, heretofore put
at from 25,000 to 30.000. which seemed
exaggerated, is now stated to be over
40,000. It is, in faot, impossible to make
a correct estimate, of the number of hu-
man beings who perished on that fatal
occasion.

The sad catastrophe occuring In tho
night swallowed up whole pueblos, with
their slumbering populations, or laid the
towns a mass of .shapeless ruins, with
their inhabitants buried beneath, and not
a soul lft to assist In extricating .the
crushed and mangled mortals buried In
the debris, but in whom life was not ex-
tinct. The heartless Indians of the
nslghborho'od coldly looked on the scene
of ruin and suffering, but refused to as
sist In saving the fev in "whom life atlll
existed, and it was necessary to call the
troops to" compel their assistance.!

Of Cotacachi, a place of o?or G5,000 in-

The principal cities in .Ecuador de
stroyed August 10 were Ibarra, Otavalo
and Cotacachi, all in the province of Im- -
babura. 'the nrst was the capital of the
province.

IB AREA

is twenty-on- e leagues from Quito, on a
beautiful plateau,- - 2219 metres above the
sea. It was founded, in 160G by Don Mi
guel ue Ibarra, 1'resident or the Quito
Council of Audience. Its streets were
broad and straight, tbe houses commo
dious, bulltof brick of adobes, thatched.
and some were two stories In bight. Its
principal edifices were Parish church,
tho Jesuits' college, the churches and
convents of St. Domingo, La Merced, St.
Auguatiu, St. Francis, the monastery of
the Conception, the government bouse
and the Hospital, it bad, besides, a
beautiful cemetery. In 1658 Ibarra con-
tained 13,000 people. The estimated pop-
ulation this year amonnted to about 10. -
C00, of whom about 13,000 lost their lives.

OTAVALO
lay east of Ibarra, In a plain between the
iiotan and St. Sebastian rivulets. It bad

considerable number of sewers, and
was very clean. Otavalo was 3047 me- -
tres above the, sea. It was founded by
tho Spaniards in 1634, on' the site of a
town found there at the Conquest. It
was built like Ibarra. Tbe site of tho
city was highly picturesque, owing to the
oeautnui private gardens, which vrere
bordered with mulberry trees, evergreen.
It also bad a number of fine' pnblio build-
ings In 165S the population amounted
to 8000 ; this year It must have numbered
10,000, of whom about 7000 have per-
ished. s

COTACACHI,
north of Otavolo,waa a city of consider-
able size, built like the above. The ma- -
ority or the inhabitants were Indians. of

pure white Bkln. well and handsomely
formed. The women were unusually
handsome. In 1867 the three cantons
surrounding tho above cities contained
65.504 people, and of these It Is calculated
that about 43.000 wore killed. The prov
ince of Tmbabnra was regarded- - as the
most fertile of the republic. ' It produced
cotton, sugar cane, oranges, lemons,
granates, plantains, tbe granadilla, (a
fruit unknown la Earope or North
America) and Beveral others. The.me-riqo'w- as

raised there-abcTH- s cattiepas-tare- s
were excellent There were' two

large cotton faotories moved by water
power.

MOUNT EASTO.
The eastern spur of tbe Tulcsn. In the

province of Pasto, Is 3830 meters abovo
the sea. From this sour extend other
blusters, shaped like stirrups,' along to-
ward the desert of Mocoa. They are
rough and low, seeming to lean on Mount
Gnaitsra.' In 'Chimbalan another spur
extends north-northwe- st which com-
prises the volcano of Pasto. It rises above
the others to aJhtght melers over
the sea. Other little mountains run from
its side like radii to Gualtara, while on
the opposite side the volcano seems to
rest on'tbe table land of Pasto. When
passing, along the" western slope of the
volcano fc multitude of deep openings
from the town of Cosica, situate on s
high plateau that inclines toward the
ravines of the Gualtara,. can be seen an
immense breach and ravine in4he volcano;

through which run dirty streams
of water, 'This must have "been caused
by the' bursting of some Interior lake.
Bnch lakes ore probably formed by 'the
rains that aro, caught' through, the.ooen- -
me. of tho voicanoi.-Tiie.Mou- Pagto
was formerly known as the Mount daJa .

'Galera, owing to a phenomenon fre-
quently ylslblo on its summit. This was
quite a large cloud having the shape of a
galley. The appearance of this cloud
was always a sure sign that it would rain
in two or three days. The aborigines
maintain tbafit never deceived them in
this respect. The last eruption of Mount
Pasto took place in 1727.

Details from Peru.

Coming from the southern limit of
Peru tbe first Important port met with is
Iqulque. This city, built upon the low
shore of the sea, Is the chief town of tho
saltpeter and nitrate district, --nd con-
sidered In commercial importance tho
third port of the republic. Large foreign
mercantile houses are established there,
and the bay is always filled with a num-
ber of ships loading for Europe and
America.

The earthquake was not felt so vio-
lently in Iqulque as at other points, but
the shock was sufficiently great to drive
the majority of the inhabitants to the
sand hllla inthe Vicinity, where they
saTr with horror the formation of au
enormous wave in the harbor, which pre-
cipitated itself with a terriflo roar upon
the devoted town and in its retrocession
carried nearly one-ha- lf of tbe buildings
with it. Very large stores of nitrate, the
cuttombouso and and great number of
private dwellings were utterly destroyed,
and although the loss of life and the
damage done to the shipping was small,
yet the wave ruined the apparatus used
tor condensing water ror the use or the
inhabitants, and until tbe arrival of a
vessel, two days subsequently, the straits
to which these were rcducd were truly
distressing. The loss of property is esti
mated at 5,000.000, and several business
houses of good standing in Lima are sen
ously affected by tbe disaster. Pissgut,
a flourishing port to thesonth of Iquiqne,
was completely washed away by tne sea,
and more than four hundred persons are
reported to have perished. To this point
tne jceruvian man-of-w- ar xomnez was
immediately dispatched, aril, by its op
portune arrival, greatly anaviaieu tue
sufferings of thd people, who, paralyzed
by fear, hsd taken .shelter in the sur
rounding sand deserts, and were endu-
ring all manner of terrible privations.
Arlca, tbe second port of the republic, is,
ua the readers of the Herald have been
already informed, nothing but a shape-
less mass of ruins.

Tacno, distant forty miles from Arlca.
andconnected with that port by a rail-
way, suffered to tbe amount Eof 2.000.- -
000; but owing to the time elapsing be
tween tue rumnung wnicn announced
the approach of the earthquake, and the
shock itself, almost every one had an op
portunity to escape, anu only lour lives
were last.

The port of IIo and the cities of Mo--
quegnaaud Locumba, immediately in
the interior, exist but in name, and tbe
amount of property lost cannot be esti-
mated. This is tbe wine growing por
tion oi reru, ana tne great deposits and
vats were shaken Into fragments, and
the entlra.crop. perfectly ruined. The loss
of life will not exceed 290 souls, but tbe
damage done to agricultural Interests is
incalculable.

Glay, tho port of Arcquipa, suffered
very slightly, being built upon a high
bluff, and thus esoaniuer the devastation
caused in otner ports by the inundation i
but the beautiful city of Arequipa, with
its suburbs, is leveled to the dost. Npth
ing remains of what was once a pictur-
esque and well built town, and the peo-
ple, huddled togother in the public
iquare3 and gardens outside of the city,
are so stupefied by fear of further calam-
ities as to utterly disregard the necessity
of action. The amounts lost by the de--

lstruotiou'or buildings is estimated at$20,.
00U,uuo, ani ths number or perspns who
porisbed under the falling houses will
reach 500. The impossibility of recov-
ering the bodies and the effects of tbe
calamity as yet render this estimate un-
certain. From the ruins where are buried
tbe unfortunate victims, arises a terrible
stench, which it is fosred will breed a
pestilence, since the sun at this season
pours down its heat duriug the day, and
the dews at night produce a miasma
which is.reputcd to be highly dangerou?.

Coming still southward, we find the
ports of Chela and !Xasca almost swept
away, and the ty f lea, abcut one
hundred and fifty miles from Z ma,
nearly destroyed. This city is situated
forty miles inland, and was literally
shaken to the ground.
