It will '00 found
much more complete and satisfactory
than his first letter to the New "York
Tribune, publlsbwl by 119 a week or more
since. He not only vindioatea the white
people of Camilla from any instigation
or idea of rjqt, but charges, and substan-
tiates these charges by proper proof, that
the deplorable EfTalr wa3 but one of the
series of riots determined upon by the
Radical Junta at Washington. He re-

bukes the Tribune in becoming words,
and thoroughly a? ably defends the
whole South from ths aspersions of her
Radical enemies. While upon thin
subject, we beg to trespass still
further upari the patience of our
readers who need no farther proof of tho
entire innocency of the Damocracy of
Camilla and present them the simple
statement, of an officer of - the regular
army, who, writing from Atlanta, Ga.,
to the Portland (Me.)

Ho then told them that tiey wa;e vio
lating a proclamation of-- the Governor, and
that ho was req aired to prevent tboai from as
sembling with arms; that lr they would lay
aside their arms they cculd assemble and he
would ptottct them. They refused to do It and
ridiculed hli authority. Ho then returned to
Camilla. On tho arrival of the procession 3

the proceUon, but Into the grcund. Tno
negroes then trtda' volley Into aeron-- d of men
s'andlng neara store, and unarmed Hie crowd
Ulsp-rt- but toon, returned, with their, arrua
and drove tho negroes out of town, pursuing
them for quite a distance.
