I have heard and read
long-speeche-s from notorious (called dis
tinguished) political leaders, wn, i do
believe, have never bo much as reStd the
Constitution, and most certainly nave
not read its history nor understoodlU
meaning.

Statesmen havo abandoned, the Con
stitution: clergymen have abandoned
tha Bible, and tne people ura losing both
freedom and religion. Nothing in the
North not even its great citleg and won
derful material developments stands
out so prominently to view as this start-
ling

the Union can bo cordially restomt j

and the resouroes or the couutry thereby
be developed, this. Government will bs
able to pay the existing debt, even if
three times as great as reported.

In-
side of the Constitution a Union, free-
dom, increased prosperity, restored
credit and bonds payable.'
