From the Philadelphia Press.
There Is a new and startling proposi

tion in England witn respec to railway
traveling. Thirty years ago, when Bow-lan- d

Epll was agitating for a Penny
Postage1, the average charge for convey-
ing a single letter then being twenty-tw- o

cents, he was very much ridiculed
by some wiseacres forwbat they entitled
his " extreme folly." But he carried his
point. In 1841, ths first complete year
of the cheap postage system, the net
revenue was 5G0,7S9; it had increased
to 1,173,723 in the year 1854, and reached

2,127,125 in 1867. The new proposition,
apparently as "foolish" as Rowland
Hill's was once considersd, is to have a
uniform cheap railway fare ; to convey
a person rordix eenia in tne tnira ciass,
twelve cents 'in the second, and one
shilling British in the first, irrespective
of distance, and jt js contended that this
reduoed scale would pay. Perhaps it
might in England. It would scarcely
answer In this country, where a railway
journey of 1500 miles Is regarded as
scarcely mora fatiguing than a trip of 150
in England. But there is room for a
great reduction In railroad fares in this
country, particularly while the spaed of
onrraiirosa traveling is so verv rqtjah
slower than the average In England".'

There axa soma interesting statistics of
rauwayism in the new edition of Dr.
Hamnel bmlle3' bicgranny Qf Georne and
Robert Stephenson; jhst published by
Harper & Brothers, New York. The
elder Stephenson undoubtedly wag tho
first man who made railroad travel and
conveyance plain and practical. As the
father of raiiwaylsm, his name Will be
remembered with thosa of Watt, who
invented the steam engine i at Morse,
who constructed the first public tele- -
grapn; or f ranklin and Faraday, who
elicited the powers of electricity. Rob
ert Btephenson, the son. was his father's
beat assistant, and has particular personal
ciaims to uisunaticn, on account of his
having conceived and constructed the
Britannia tubular bridge over the Strait
oi jaeoaif in wales, and i fellows ficros3
the Nile, in Lower Kgypt. and across the
St. Lawrence near Montreal, in Canada.

P3r to Dim. Dr. Lirdcer. who subse
quently wrote an article in the Edin
burgh Review, to prove that ccean steam
navigation was utterly impracticable,
declared that if railway locomotives
were driven at a speed greater than six
or seven miles ia the hour " the wheels
would merely spin on their axles, and
the carriages would stand stock still."
A government official improved on this,
emphatically declaring that if there ever
should be railway travel at such a high
rate speed as seven miles an hour, he

would eat a stewed engine wneel for
his breakfast." But now, from Eoglacd
to China, in a month, via New York and
San Francisco, is considered as a proxi
mate acmevement, not aiono ny scien-
tific men, but by the public at large !
