. 7 Jf ' 1 rwen none ty neg.oes.

The fire and general Essse of mfecunty
n the r)ODle caused the whites to tUin
out In iarga fofS. producing great excite-
ment. The flro originated in an alley
running between the Jdence of airs.
Kcown and a house occupied iiy p?roes;
on Front street, and speedily enveloped
and destroyed the building and ten or
twelve other house?, extending as far as
the Pttenix Foundry. It was long be-

fore the flimea were subdued. At half
pfcst four o'clock a negro waa seen carry-
ing off a bundle of dry goods from the
ruins ef a store, the stock of which bad,
been piled in front. He was arrested by
police officer Lsztrre, and the articles
taken from him. While the officer was
bringing his prissner to jsil he was
kuci-ke- down by another negro. A,
young man standing by struok the as-

sailant with an ax handle, and a general
row commenced.

About two hundred negroes congre- -
gtited in the course of a few minuies.
Possibly fifty sbots were fired. Oae ne- -'

gro was killed near tha levee above
the ferry landing. One was mortally
wounded, and two more Blightly1
wounded.

When L3zarre made the arrest of the
negro be was assaulted by a noted leader
of the negro Radicals in Gretna, named
S.im Perkins, to whom the difficulty
which followed s 9ftributed.
