THE SCHOOL FUND.
The Ledger, In some comments upon

our brief paragraph upon tho report of
the Legislative Committeo in regard to
the condition of the State Treasury, sug-

gests that we pursue tho matter of the
School Fund farther, Investigate the
proa and cons and givo the result to the
public We bg leave to demur. Unleas
we get farther light from an official in-

vestigation of the facte as to the "s.acred
fund," wo despair of knowing anything
beyond what has already been given the
public. Wo have heard rumors akin to
thoso suggested by the Ledger, but we
do cot C2.ro to make publication of mere
rumor. Besides, If such a sum as
000 of the Sckool Fund is known to any
of our citizeus to exi6t in Memphis the
fact must be known to those who made
the rtDort upon the condition of the
Treasury, and tho parties in possession
can shield themselves behind the official
recognition; or it may be in suit and
therefcra not an available asset of the
State. We know notning of the matter
beyond what we have already published.

THE CEOI'l?.
The Agricultural Bureau ha3 recently

made a thorough and exhaustive review
of all the crop statistics now on file from
every section of the country, for the
year 1S6S. From this we learn that the
sugar crop will be forty-tw- o per
Cfnt. advance over tbe amount used du
ring the past season ; but tbat tho cotton
crop will be a total of 500,000 bales less
than tho crop cf last year, and will not
exceed 2,000,000 bales.

Of wheat the full promise of lhe early
summer haa not been realized. While
more acres were planted in 186S than in
the preceding year that effect upon the
aggregate production la almost neutral
ized by a diminution in the yield of
many of the wheat-growin- g States so
that the increase will hardly reach three
per cent, and that chiilly from the'Pa
eifle coast. The returns to the Depart
ment show a decrease in tbis crop in
Maine, Now Hampshire, Massachusetts,
Conneclirut, New Jersey, North Caro
Una, South Carolina, Georgia, AlabamR,
and Texas, the latter State harvesting
only half a crop. The other6tates re
port an Increase. In most of those east
of the Mississippi very slight; Minne
sota, 13 per cent.; in Iowa, 6; in Mfe
tsouri, S; in Nebraska, 13 ; in Kansas, 23

and in California, 25 per cent. In some
quarters the return fram threshing has
not met the expectation of the husband
men, but in ethers the yield per dozen
sheaves is fully up to thebighest average,

It is stated that the amount of old
wheat on band in October was somewhat
lees than usual throughout the country,
with the exception of the cotton States,
which have a higher average than last
year. This remark will not apply to
Texas, where the granaries are uniformly
empty. The quantity left over in Wis
consin is relatively somewhat lower than
in tho neighboring States. In tho At
lantic States the old wheat is about dis
posed of.

The cat crop will turn out quite as
many bushels as that of last year, and
the quality is good. In most of theStates
the return of rye per acre is sathfictory,
and the aggrtgate will reach that of
1667. Tho barley crop is somewhat de
ficient in Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Wis
consin, and in a nrsjority of the Atlantic
States.

The corn crop of 1S67 was little more
than three-fourt- cf an average crop for
the Jsntl town ; the crop of this year will
fall behind thr.t by 10 to 15 per cent
This, which may bo considered the
staple crop of the country, is sa im
portant that even a partial fall
ure must fall heavily upon the
country. With corn at a high price the
cost of pork and other meat3 must neces
sarily advance s.ud mako the price of
living still more burdensome to the poor
than at the present time.

In Southern New England, New Jer
sey, Delaware, the Gulf States, and Call

athe potatoes are reported a full
average cropj with a deficiency of 0

per cent. In New York and Pennsylva
nia, fram 3 to 7 trr cent. In the Southern
Atlantic States and Tennessee, CO in Il
linois; 10 in Iowa, 11 in Indiana, 15 in
Ohio, IS in Michigan, and a greater or
lesser redrction In other Western States.

While this exhibit is not as satisfac
tory to the country generally as all had
hoped for in tho early part of the sea
son, It Is yet in the highest decree so
to tho people of this section ; and even
to the country at large, when we con
sider tbe short time that haa elapsed
since tbe close of the war, and the great
loss of skilled agricultural labor then
sustained by every State in the Unlan.
Three years more will make a great
change for the better at all points in
fact, nearly restore us to our original
etatus especially here in tho South. If
In that time we are only two-thir- assuc- -

cesjfal in growth and prices as we have
been in 18SS so far, we may count on an
assured future and a restoration to the
condition, commercially and agricultu- -

rally, that wo enjoyed before the war.
