Du-
ring this period of ten months, the ship-
ments to foreign countries have increased
60 per cent upon last year's; whilst the
stock on hand In Europe aggregate no
more, showing a greatly Increased con-
sumption there. Meantime, the whole
stock on hand here Is only 66,000. bar-
rels, against 060,000 (or 400.000 less than)
the sanfe time last year. The price aver-
ages 4 00 per barrel, against $5 50 last
year.

The number of new wells being drilled
is 495 against iso tho same time a year
ago, and of these 213 are at Pleasant- -
vine, where there are already aboutlOO
producing wells, the whole yleldlngdally
about 2000 barrels.
