. then, about greenback- - ? With gold at
Si, tbey are worth about 75 cents ou the
dollar in coin ; but greenbacks, being
equivalent to bonds, must advance to
9SJ, or, in other words, we should be
butwtantially at the specie basis with our
currency national bank notes following
the greenbacks.

The New York money market has
been very much relieved within the last
ten days.

The revpla
tlons In court of the doings cf the Erie
oliqne show that tbey have been holding
out of circulation flo,000,0&0 of money
ana it woakl 6eem that, at present, tb
whole of this amount is again in oircula
tion. This addition to the loanable re
sources of the banks has caused an entire
cessation of usurious rates for money. On
this subject the Economist says : From
all we have parsed through within the
last four weeks, it i3 much to be hoped
that the banks and the financial and
commercial-interest- s generally will Eee
the necessity of making an imperative
demand upon Congress for an early mod
lflcatlon of the national banking laws.
so as to provide adequate elasticity for
tho currenoy. We need, as recommend
ed In tho forthcoming report of the
Comptroller of the Currency, the Institu
tion of an arrangement faellltfitlrg the
redemption of bank notes at a common
oenter, New York, so that the volume of
circulation may contract when money is
over abundant, and the banks have
fund of their own notes for issue when it
is in special demand. We need also the
removal of the restrictions confining the
volume of bnk issues to 5300,000,000,
and the authorization of issues to any ex
tent, provided that they bo covered by
the deposit of bonds at Washington, bb
are the present Ieiues. a no other way
can we be saved from the constant ex
posure to artificial tampering with the
money market, and to the perpetual re
currence of the small panics we have

for the last two or three years!
