O wrrival In Now Orleans the bales of
eolttun consigned to the order of the fao-
lor, or commismion merchant, who msy
be the pisutsr's sgent, are ssnt {o the
press patronised by that factor, and sre
there rauged ou edge in rows with any
otbhers for his house, In order that bis
sampler or welgher may draw s sample,
which is taken from each bale; every
planter's ssmples belng kept Clatinet in
soparate papere, marked with the plant.
er's mark, number of bales, ste. Al
looee cotion, nud, wilth few exeeptious,
all cotton that can be torn out of the
eample hole, Is aken sud becomes the
perqulsite of the weigher. Homs weigh-
ers only take the sctual joose, while
others really plunder the bale: but be it
much or lttle aken, all this ie previons
to welghing the catton, and does not af-
focl the buyer. After this the bales are
stored in the shoda ready for delivery to
the broker on the fector's order,
