Upon the reaseemDliug of Congress, It
Bgsm oecom.'S my any to cmi your at-
tention to the state of the TJolon, and
me aisorgamzen eonaitiou, under the va-
rious lawn which bsvc bees passed upon
the- futHect. of reconstruction.
