A Call from Gen. W. Y. C. Humes.

A call issued in tho papers of yester
day ovonlng for ft meeting of the mer-
chants, at the Chamber of Commerce,
was responded to by two gentlemen.
Qen. Humea, conBeq-jeutly-

, did not lay
before them the matters of which bo
wished to consult ti e merchants. Afta'
waiting until half past four the General
acjourned the meutlng, and addressed
tho following call to the merchants,
which we hope will bring a few of them
to tho Hall this evening.

Tj the Merchants oi Mempliu:
You were requested to meet.thi3 even

ing at the Chamber of Commerce fit tho
purpose of considering again the uject
of tho merchants' tax. Judge Lee, of
the Common Law Court, during the
present week, decided tho o&ae of Toof,
Phillips & Co., unfavorably to the mer-
chants; but his opinion of the law fully
eustalns the proposition, that the State
cannot tax imports from other States o:
foreign States, in the hands of the im
porter, or sales of such imports by him
in tho original package. True, he after-
wards comes to a conclusion directly in
conflict with bis opinion, and says met'
can tax importers as merchants; but
think this a most palpable and strangn
error following so able an opinion, and I
am Btill confident tnat tno supreme
Court will reverse his decision, and re-

lieve the merchants ot this oppressive
taxation, and eave to each of them
thousands of dollars per annum. If the
Court should decide the levying of such
a lax unconMUuUonal, then the mattei
will be finally and permanently fixed,
and no subsequent Legislature can dis-

turb it, or repeat the oppression.
I entreat the merchants not to abate

their resistance, but act as a unit. I am
confident I can relieve them, and I ear
nestly desiro them to psrmlt me to do so.
I would be glad to sea them at the Cham-
ber of Commerce at four o'elcck p.m., on
the 11th of December, 1S5S.

A meeting of the Directors of the Mis
sissippi River railroad was held on
rnureaay, juiu instant, at tuo ouice oi
the company In this city. There was
present a quorum, t: A.. S. Mitch-
ell, President; A. T. Lacey, and Dr. A.
H. Kerr, of Shelby county ; Col. John T.
Dauglas, of Tipton county, and Di A.
Harris, of Dyer county.

There being & vacancy in the Board,
occasioned by the death of Col. W. D
Ferrruson. the Board proceeded to fill the
same by the election orMaj.S. W. Coch-
ran, of Obion county, who was present
and took bis scat as a Director.

After full explanations by tne presi
dent, and by Mej Cochran, of the sur
veys ana etocK sfuoscripuonB recently
made under thoir direction in Obion
oaunty, the following orders were en-

tered.
Ordered, That tho President and Chief

Engineer be instructed to put under con-
tract forthwith the work of preparing the
road bed of the Mississippi River railroad
bstweeu Paducah Junction and the town
of Troy, and that & pall of twenty-fiv- e (23)
per cent on the stock cubEoriptions in
