judge, and that great confusion io being
caused thfrer.f In tbe administration of
justice and in tbe titles cf real estate. It
therefore provides for the suspension ot
Judgments and decisions until the ques-
tion of the validity of the courts arisiug
from fcuch disqualification bo determined
in the fc'uprtme Court cf the Uaited
States; ait cases before such courts to be
continued, but do further proceedings
had until such decision is made .

Mr. Hintcn, of Nr h Carolina. Intro-
duced a bill to repeal tbe act of July S,
ISoi, ulleoUbt: the of CUime, eo as
to give that Cju Jurisdiction of claims
for army supplies, furnishr-- by loyal
persons in the late rebel S.ates, except
ia V.rglnis, Mississippi and Texas. Rj-ferr- ed

to the Jud ciary ComuiiUee.
Several bills were also introduced for

the remove! of political find civil disa-
bilities and referred to the Committee on
Reconstructiou.

A bill was introduced by Mr. Conley,
of South Carolina, in relation to the in-
troduction of disloyal text-boo- into the
public reboots of the Southern State.
Referred to the Committeo on Educa-
tion.

Mr. Whitmore introduced a bill to re-

peal the act to protect the rights of actual
settlers on public lands. Referred to the
Committee on Publie Lmdd.

Mr. Mullins : A bill for the appoint-
ment of a committee to adjust and audit
the claims of loyal citiz-jn- s of Tennessee
against the Government of tho Uaited
States. Referred to the Committee on
Ways and Means.

Bythesamt; A bill to ramove and
punish all unconstitutional cilice holders.
Referred to the Committee oa Recon
struction.

Mr. Hooper introduced a bill to amend
tbe Rsvenue laws, so that a bond may
be civeu for tho value of a distillery anu
the land on which it is situated, in case
the property is leased or mortgaged,
whioU was referred to tbe Committee on
Ways and Meaus.

Mr. Rbineon offered a resolution ac-

knowledging the isttependenee of Cuba,
and securing its annexation to the United
States without purcnase, wnica was re-
ferred to the Co mini tee on Foreign
Air.ifs.

Ii resolves that Soain. having thrown
off its own ha3 no right
to ibflict a government pa the people
of Cuba." contrary to tneir witiiss.
and that it ia the duty of the Uaited
States to acknowledge the independent
government, now successfully estab-
lish, d Iu Cubs, by tbe paople thereof, or
to take metsures for tue annexation of
Cuba to the Uaited States, u3 the people
of Cuba may indicate, provided that no
payment tie rueJe to the dethroned
Queen, or any other person arrosating
toe right to dispose of or control the
Island contrary to the wishes of tbe
people thereof.

claring who may vote for the election of
President and Vice Pres d'nt, and for
Representatives to Uouiitps, which were
ordered to be priuted, and wnich hegave
notice that h would call up for discus
sion and action in tbe course of a wees
or iu dys.

The first section of the proposed
amenumRt to the Constitution provides
uinp me rigot. or any cit:2-- or tiie
United States uhall sot bs abridged or
denied by the UuiteJ States in any State
Dy reason of rane, color or previous cou
dltiou, or of slavery, by any citizen or
C1SS Of C1UZ229.

S, ctlqn give Congress the
power to et f iree, by appropriate leidsla
tiou the provisions of tbe first section ot
sue bill, and provides that no person
shall bo deprived of the privilege of hold- -

"S luu oiiiue ui eitnjbur oi irresiuenc sou
Vice JL'reeident, Representative n Con-
gress aud members of tho State legisla-
ture, by rf ason of race, color, etc.

The second and third sections of tho
bill provides a punishment for persons
who interfere with the exercise of that
privilege.

Tho fcurth seclion imposes im-
prisonment at hard lausf for four
years for any person who holds oflbe
in violation of the third sactlon
of Ihe 14th amendment to the Constitu-
tion, and subjects hira to Indictment at
any time within ten years.

The fifth seotion gives to tbe courts of
the United States exaiusive ju.isdiction
of all offenses against the act.

The House thou went into a Committee
of tbe Whole on the Naval Appropria-
tion bill, with Blaine, qf Maine, in the
chair, and shortly afterwards adjourned.

SEW OBK.

New Yobk, January 11 The steam-
ship JEia, which arrived yesterday from
Liverpool, qdo untered a very tempestu-
ous voyage. Mr. Malioax, fifth ofiicerof
mo sn'p, was swep: oVbtDoaru and
drowned on the 2fltb. Five others were
also washed overboard at the same time,
but were rescued. Several of tho crew
and passengers were badly injured by the
same sea, one haviug his collar bone
broken. The deck was swept of the ofli
cars' quarters; the boats weroswppiaway,
and tue greatest consternation prevailed
among the two hundred passengers on
board The voyage was one of tho most
severe ovpr experienced.

At tho lnqust Wednesday of a little
girl, Who wa3 fatally burned by tho ex-
plosion of kerosene oil oa Monday even-
ing, it was shown that tin oil aa below
(ho low standard, being almost, uaro beu

aiue. The coroner charged the jury, nad
they rendered a verdict to the effect that
the accident was due to tbe culpable neg-
ligence or Reiser & Lahenmiker, tho
manufacturers, ami Samuel Sehoon-make- r,

tbe vsnder of the oil. They also
recommended that ail kerosene in the
city be properly tested. The coroner
held the manufacturers and Sehoon-make- r

under heavy bonds to await the
action of the Grand Jury.

to thirty nine times. Each one
of thts-- ; witnesses have testified be
cause these who employed them did
not pay thr-r.- i according to agreement.
The comcci.ttii have summoned nearly
four huLdrui witnesses upon tho one
question cf fraudulent naturaliza-
tion pspers. These papers were offered
by the hacdredj and thoueande. The
committee have tbe testimony of the
printer who manufactured these docu-
ments, who had b!s presses running from
the first cf June up almost to the dty of
the eiectiun. Ho pr'nted over 100,000 of
them. Tho committee have evidence
that the na'ural ztion evidence In tho
County Clerk's ctllce is being rapidly de-
stroyed.
