By arrivals from Marion yeaterday, we
learn tbat lue lusuiliy or tuo mree men
muruerea at iJiyou uy tuo
militia, has been fully established by
parties wiio Knew tueui luuuistJy, and
who recocnid liarney, Ticer ana iMa
Callister. We understand the bodies
will be disinterred and brought to ihla
city for burial.

Parties. boUl white and norrro. Radi
c&I and (Tonservative. liavo ssaured ua
that for days before the three unfortu-- i

nates were taken out and murdered, all
five of Ilie prisoners in tlio jail were tor
tured in the most, awiui and inuuman
manner, and forced to make confessions,
Wallord, who now remains in the jail.
and likely to sufl'er the same fato
as bis tnree comrades, was tortured
more than the others. They "were tied
up by the thumbs for hours, their elbows
were drawn torretber and tied bebmd
their b&ckp. and in this position they
would be bwuuK up to a limb, with
weights fasteued to their feet, and kept
ttiua until their arms were nearly torn
from their sockets. Jones wers twislod
tichtly around their necks until life was
nearly jexuncr, iueir laces were DiacK,
and their tongues black and swollen
protruded two inches out of their mouths.
Mr. Warlord, after beiuR thus choked,
was with difficulty resuscitated.

Tbe History or tlio inquisition, tbe
trials for witchcraft, and omer instances
where the racK and torture were resorted
to, to extort confessions, shows that
men while, undercoiuir the fearful and
horrid pains, will confess anything
and accuse themselves and others
fals9ly of the most absurd, heinous
of crimes. Joan of Arc, DeMo.'ay,
Grand Master of the Knights
Templar, nnd other distinguished

too numerous to mention, might
be quoted. This fact was repeated in
the case or me unfortunates at iUamn.
One man, we are told, confessed to
having killed sixteen men iq Crittenden
county. He furthermore said that his
father paid him seventy-liv- e cents a
head for their scalps, and told other
similar atrocious stories, hoping that his
tormentors would cease.

The four neuro militiamen Bill Por
ter, Monroe Allen, Wm. Reese and Hec
tor Allen who were convicted of the
raping of two white ladles, by a court- -

martial composed mostly oi negroes,
were executed at two o'clock on Tuesday,

short distance beyond tbe barricade.
We understand that all of them, with
the exception of Bill Reese, jJead guilty.
Reese solemnly declared be was inno-
cent, but was proven guilty by his own
witnesses. The voto ot tne court was
unanimous for death. Eye witnesses
say that the condemned men plead and
prayed for lire in the most agontzeu man
ner. The execution was oonaucteu alto-
gether by negroes, under command of a
negro named Gregory, holding the rank
of Lieutenant; the entire militia force
being drawn .up under arms to wituese
the affair.

Jiesolved 2 That we deprecate tho
shooting aud hanging of men without a
trial by the proper authorities, and that
we do solemnly pltdga ourselves to the
Governor of the State of Arkansas, that
if lie will move or oanw to be moved
from the county of Criltewdeu tjhe " Ar-

kansas State Guards," to aaeist tho Sher-iJ- "

pf the oaunty of Crittenden in en-

forcing to 'laws of the State, and in
preserving good critf in said county.

Jiesoived 3. That we pfeJ&tt o'lrseivee,
that in order to csrry out the above res
olutions, that wo uiil sustain and defend
each other against all unlawful opposi
tion.

Gov. Brownlow-- Proclamation

Tbe Constltuliou and Bill
Kights Trampled Under Foot.

The Civil Tiwto hs Suspcudeel

The Governor Invested with fiu
nrexnc and Absolute. Power.

Ths aillitlato Try and Punish,

proclamation by the governor,
Whereas, There exists, in theMiddlo

and West divisions of this State, lawless
bands of desperadoes, who are setting at
denance civil law : and who. by threats
ami acts or violence, are forcing many
of our citizens to leave their homes; am;

Whereas, in certain localities, in
thcue divisions of the State named, it is
entirely impossible for tho civil officers
of the State to enrorco the lawj thereof;
and

Whereas, Those masked villains called
Ku-Klu- x; are taking prisoners from the
county jails, and hanging them with
out due form of trial, and are entering. . .tt 1 I I ..1.1 ,1 1 rvranruau iruius, auu nuuucuuir tueuce
paseengers pursuing their legitimate bu
siness, and notifying conductors, of
Northern birth, that they must leave the
State forthwith; thus having driven
four conductors from one road ; and

Whereas, Certain ambitious, disap-
pointed and bad men have been engaged
for the last two or three years In making
incenuiary epeecuee, advising tne over-
throw of the State Government, and
thereby inf cuing an Insurrectionary spirit
Into tbe deluded wretches who are thus
breaking the laws and destroying the
quiet and welfare of tbe State; and

Whereas, Tne leading rebel newspa
pers of this State have encouraged this
state of things first, by denying the ex-
istence of the Klan secondly, by ridicu
ling their atrocious act, and further, by
failing to condemn and donounce their
outrage?, showing, thereby, that at heart
they approve their oonduct; and

Whereas, The legislature, now in ses
sion, hr.3 eo amended the Militia Law of
Tennessee, as to remove the restrictions
which heretofore crippled It, giving the
Governor full authority to meet such out-
rages vtith sufficient fores ;

Now, therefore, 1, William G. Brown- -
low, Governor of Tennessee, do call npon
all good 'and loyal citizens to enter the
ranks of the State Guard, to bo mustered'
into service, and assist in putting down
these lawless combinations and proceed
ings, and bringing the offenders to jus-
tice, so aiding to preserve the peace of
this commonwealth.

Those enrolling under this call will be
subject to the rules and regulation, oa to
rank, pay, etc., governing the United
States military. Those enrolling in East
Tennessee will be transported to Nash-vill- e

and armed, and placed under com
mand of Gen. James A. Cooper. Com-
panies heretofore organized will be pre
ferred.

This proclamation will in due time be
followed by another, designating the
counties over which I shall declare mar
tial law, the effect of which will be to
set aside civil law, and turn offenders
over to tho military, who will try them,
and upon their conviction, dispose of
mem in a summary manner.

These outrages have bean long borne
with, in the hops tbat they would be
abated by tha public eentiment of the re-

spective commqnities concerned. For-
bearance, has now ceased tq be a virtue.
The Executive is not to be brow beaten,
cajoled nor terrified out of the discharge
of the duties demanded by existing exi
gencies.

Ail citizens who may not enroll under
this call, are hereby requested and en
joined to use their utmost endeavors in
conjunction witn tne state uuarus, and
otherwise, to restore and preserve tho
peace and dignity of this commonwealth ,
and all citizens are also hereby warned
against harboring those masked maraud
ers called Ku-Klu- x ivians, or giving
them aid nnd ucuatenauce.

The Governor is determined to make
tho Si ate Guards sufficiently numerous
and effective, and to continue them in
the field sufficiently long, until Middle
and West Tennessee, are as orderly and
secure as, happily, Eist Tennessee is to
day.

HE LAW OF SEPTEMBER JO, ISC8, AST
AMENDED BY TUB ACT OF JANUARY
16. 1869.

An act to enforce tho laws of tlie State.
Whereas. There exists in this State

lawless bands of desperadoes, who ore
sotting at defiance civil law, and, by
threats of violence, are forcing many of
our citizens to leave their homes ; and,

Wheross, In certain localities it is en
tirely impossible for civil officers of the
State to enforce tho laws thereof; in
qrder that ttje supremacy of tho law may
be maintained, anu tnat peace auu oruer
may prevail; thererore,

Section 1. B& it-- er.achd hu the. nm .

ral Assembly of the Slate of Tennessee,
That the Gq?ernor be, and ha is hereby,
uuiuur.$3u auu empowereu to organise,
equip and call into aotivo service, at bis
disoretion, & volunteer force, to be known
as the " Tennetseo State Guards." to be
composed of ono or more regiments from
each Congressional district of tho State ;
Provided, alwaye, that said " Tennessee
State Quards shaH be composed of loyal
men, wao snail tase anu sunsariDo an
oath to support tbe Const tutlon of the
United States and the Constitution of
the State of Tennessee.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted. That the
State Guards organ!;.. d under the pro-
visions of this act shall be governed and
regulated in all respects by tho revised
rules and regulations of tbe army of the
United Slates.

Sec. 3. Me it further enacted. That the
Comptroller of the State shall Issue bis
warrant upon tne Treasury, payable to
the order of tho Governor, for any
amount in the opinion of the Governor
actually necessary for tho organisation,
equipment, transportation, support and

payment of said "State Guards," not to
exceed the sum of fifty thousand dollars
at any one time; and the same shall be
paid out of any funds in the Treasury
not otherwise appropriated ; tho amount

drawn from the Treasury to be re
placed as hereinafter provided.

Bee 4- - Me u jurliter enacieq, That
wherever the laws cannot be enforced,
and tbe good cltizsns of that county or
counties cannot bo protocted iu their
just rights on account of rebellion or iu- -
surrecilon, or the ento:cement of law
and order, the Qcqtruor be, and be Is
hereby, empowered tq declare martial,
law in any-coun- ty or counties of ths
State, for tho proteotlon and safety of
the citizens thereof; and furthermore,
as it is right and proper that good,
peaceable and law-abidin- g citizens of
ths StAte should not be held responsible
or suffer loss for the violent acts of such
turbulent communities, it shall be the
duty of the Govemcr to assess and col-

lect a BufUclont arootjnt for the full pay-
ment of said State Guard so employed,
out of said oounty or counties so daalared
under martial law, as provided for In
sections 3 and 4 of an act passed Feb-
ruary 1, 1888. chapter 33, entitled " Au
aot to amend au act for the protection of'Sheriff," etc.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, That the
laws, and parts of laws, in coufl'ct with
this act be repealed ; and this aot shall
take effect and ba in force from and after
its passage.

The following aro the sections of tho
act of February 1, 186S, referred to in the
above act :

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, That
said County Guards shall furnish their
own arms and supplies, and shall be al-
lowed two dollars a dav for each man.

Sec. 4. Be itfurther enacted, That, in
case any uounty Uourt snail rati, or re-

fuse, at its first quarterly session after
the organlzition of the County Guards
provided for in this act, and the act this
is intended to amend, to make a suf-
ficient appropriation for the payment of
Btt:u utiards, the Sheriff shall notify the
uovernor of such lauure, or reiuaai ; and
-- all present to the Governor a copy of
ids report: whereupon it shall be the
duty of the Governor to send an Asses-
sor, of bis own appointing, who shall
levy and collect the necessary amount to
pay said Guards, and to continue them
three months longer, from the tax-paye- rs

of the county: and said Assessor eh all be
allowed six dollars per day for bis ser
vices, in assessing and collecting said
taxes to be estimated by the Governor,
in advance, and collected with the taxes
levied for the Payment of said Guards;
Provided, Tbat if any balance remain in
the hands of said Assessor, he shall pay
the eame over to the County Trustee,
and take a receipt therefor : and, Pro
vided, That said taxes shall be levied
upon real estate alone : and tbe prcces3
or ooiiection hereiajroviaed may be re--
peateu as oiten as may ce necessary.
