ber pictures, On the other hand Lhe
prics of her dinner hes sometimes besn
offered her at some way=ide lun for one
of these same works, aod the key has
been turned upon Lier until she bas com
pleted a sketch of her landisdy, Her
madies have bheen in the gypsy forge, in
prisous, in palaces, but oitener on the
road ; the spot that provided her with
the best sutjects she regarded as the
most attracuve saindio; to her pamsonsal
secommodstion she was indifferent.

For several years Mrz, Murray lived in
Morccco, where she had scoess to the
Moorish Iadles, whe have provided sub.
jscts for some of her most celebrated
